This unpermitted open dump was reinspected on August 5, 2013, by Douglas Toole of the 
Vermilion County Health Department, The weather was cloudy, dry, breezy and about 75 
degrees Fahrenheit Five photos were taken of the site, 

The site is located in Vermilion County, at 614 Poland Road in rural Danville, Illinois, 

INSPECTORS FINDINGS 

I arrived at 614 Poland Road in rural Danville, Illinois at about 10:25 am, on August 5, 2013 to 
check the status of the cleanup on the property, No one one appeared to be home when I arrived, 
and no one accompanied me during the reinspection, 

Near a storage building behind the house at 614 Poland Road, I observed plastic buckets, tires, 
scrap metal and other items (photos 1-3), 

On the west side of the property behind the buildings, I observed tires, remodeling waste, 
concrete and other refuse (photo 4), 

I then went to the south-central part of the property, where I observed a pile of branches, boards, 
household garbage, scrap metal, demolition debris and other refuse (photo 5), 

Many of the items I observed on August 5, 2103 appeared to be items I had observed during my 
previous inspections of the property, There was no evidence of recent waste-burning at the site, 
I left the property at about I 0:35 a,m,

On the Inspection Report Checklist for this reinspection, I estimated that there were 80 cubic 
yards of waste on the site. No measurements were performed to arrive at that estimation, only 
my observations at the time. The actual amount of waste on the site may vary significantly from 
that estimation.
