This ma=wter comes before the Board upon a September 8, 1887
filing of an Administrative Citation pursuant %o Section 31.1 of
the Illinois Environmental Protection Act (Act) by the Illinois
Environmental Protection Agency (Agency). A copy of that
Administrative Citavtion 1s attached hereto. Service of the
Administrative Citation was made upon the City of Polo on
September 4, 1987. The Agency alleges that the City of Polo has
violated Sections 21(p){(5) and 21(p){(6) of the Act. The
statutory penalty established for each of these violations 1is
$500.00 pursuant to Section 42(b){(4) of the Act.

The City of Polc not filed a Petition for Review with the
Clerk of the Board within 35 days of the date of service as
allowea by Section 31.1(48)(2) of the Act. Therefore, pursuant *o
Section 31.1(d)(l), the Board finds that the City of Polo has
viclated each and every provision alleged in the Administrative
Citation. Since there are two {(2) such vioclations, the total
penalty tc be imposed is set at $1,000.00.

It is hereby ordered that, unless the penalty has already
been paid, within 30 days of the date of this Order the City of
Polo shall, by certified check or money order payable to the
State of Illinois and designated for deposit into the
Environmental Protection Trust Fund, pay a penalty in the amount
of $1,000.00 which is %o be sent to:

13, 1887. If you do not petition the I11inois Pollution Control Board
for review of this Acdministrative Citation within thirty-five (35)
days of service hereof or if vou elect to contest this Administrative
Citation, any judgment rendered against you shall specify the due date
of the statutory civil penalty and any costs assessed against you.

When payment is made, your check should be made payable to the
ITlinois Environmental Protection Trust fund and mailed to the attention
of Fiscal Services, I1linois Environmental Protection Agency, 2200
Churchill Road, P.0. Box 19276, Springfield, I1linois 62794-9276.

Also, please complete and return the enclosed Remittance Form, along
with your payment, to assure proper documentation of payment.

If any civil penalty, be rezson of acknowledgment, default or
finding after adjudicatory hearing, is not paid when due; the I11inois
Environmental Protection Agency shall take into consideration such
failure to pay during any permit review process upon your application
for a new permit or for renewal of an existing permit. Furthermore,
if payment is not received when due, the Offices of the I1linois Attorney
General shall be requested to initiate proceedings in Circuit Court
to collect said civil penalty. In addition to the previously assessed
civil penalty, and hearing costs of the I1linois Environmental Protection
Agency and the I1linois Pollution Control Board, if any; the Attorney

General's Office will seek to recover their costs of litigation.
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You have the right to contest this Adminisirative Citation. See
