ORDERED that the motion to consolidate Nos. 05-1097 et al. and 05-1162 et al.
and hold proceedings in abeyance be granted. The motion is granted based on
respondent’s representation in its filing of August 25, 2005, at 6, that the agency
anticipates completing reconsideration proceedings on the Section 112 Rule and
reconsideration proceedings on the Clean Air Mercury Rule by May 31, 2008. See also
id. at 9. EPA is directed to file a status report within sixty (60) days of the date of this
order and every sixty (60) days thereafter. The parties are directed to file motions to
govern further proceedings within thirty (30) days of completion of the agency’s

FURTHER ORDERED that consideration of the motion to establish briefing format
be deferred pending further order of the court. Itis

FURTHER ORDERED that motion for severance and for prioritized consideration
of the severed issue, and the joint motion for severance of No. 05-1270 be denied.
