3. To date, IEPA has neither issued nor denied a renewal CAAPP permit o

Memortal based on its renewal CAAPTP permit apphication.



4, Memorial and IEPA submit this Joint Petition to extend the 35 day initial appeal
period by 90 days. The parties request that the IPCB allow the Hospital until June 9, 2006, or as
otherwise provided in the Act, to file an appeal based on [EPA’s action discussed herein,

of the initial appeal period as noted herein.
