The assets
that we are recommending to be included in the Agrichemical Containment
Permit are the asphalt and concrete containment structures around the domes,
the building that contains the loadout area and containmeant and that portion of
the building over the unloading and loading structures. We are not requesting the
cartification of the domes. The toial cost of the structures that we are
recommending to be certified under the Agrichemical Facility Permit is
$432,394.64.
