(sansattachments)areenclosed.Theydo notgo sofir asto addressthecumulative
effectsofall ofthesewells pumpingsimultaneously.

Oneissuethatis raisedin theOctober1, 1998, letterto Mr. StanSmorgorzewskiis water
quality. TheIllinois WaterSurveystates“Therearereportsofradioactiveisotopes
associatedwith thesewaters(theCambrian-Ordovician-Ageaquifer)whichcanbe a
factorin its use.” To my knowledge,no onehasaddressedtheresultantair quality issue
whenthatwaterevaporatesduringcoolingturbinesandis dischargedasvapor into the
air.
