associated collection and recovery systems ; eight dry fertilizer operational containment structures ; and one
dry fertilizer blending operational containment structure ; as approved under the Agency endorsed
Agrichemical Facility Permit No . 92031303 (Log No. 02047052 issued June 14, 2002) . These facilities
collect, transport, and store agrichemical rinsates, residues, or washwaters prior to reuse or disposal .

These facilities are further described in the enclosed applications and supporting documents .

Based on the information included in this submittal, it is our engineering judgment that the above proposed facilities
may be considered "Pollution Control Facilities" under 35 IAC 125 .200(a), with the primary purpose of eliminating,
preventing, or reducing water pollution, or as otherwise provided in this section, and therefore eligible for tax
certification from the Illinois Pollution Control Board . The Bureau of Water therefore recommends that the Board
issue the requested tax certification for these facilities .
