Peoria Disposal Company operates a ninety (90) acre facility, seventy-four 74 of which "r-
are approved for disposal units. The total waste capacity is approxtmatery  2,63 ,S80 cubic
yards. Industries served by the site include earttunoving and agricultural equipmen
manufacturers, chemical and steel companies, and breweries. Some wastes are eto be treated
at the Stabilization Unit at the facilitytrior to disposal in a landfill cell. The final
unit is scheduled to close in the year 2009.

This section presents permit conditions for the landfill according to the regulatory
requirements of 35 Ill. Adm. Code 724 Subparts N (Landfills) and G (Closure).
