I file this public comment (0 express my opinion that further public he'n%mgs in Peoria Disposal
Company’s (PDC) delisting petition do not appear (0 be necessary, especially given PDC’s
voluntary commitment to DeWitt County concerning Clinton Landfill. | In addition, T urge the
Board to make an cxpedited decision on PDC’s K061 delisting petition.

In its Petition, PDC states that it has developed a new waste trcatment technology that allows it
to reat K061 clectric arc furnace dust, a listed hazardous waste, and| make it nonhazardous
before disposal in an IEPA permitted Subtitle D landfill, which 1 understand to be subject to
significant technical and regolatory requirements.  Furthermore, PDC seeks approval from the
Board to deposit the treated K061 residue in any IEPA permitted landﬁl]jin llinois, which would
include sites that it owns in Tazewell County (Indian Creek Landfill) and DeWitt County
(Clinton Landfill). Both of these sites arc located within the 44" Districtjwhich T represent.

It is my undcrstanding that PDC has received a delisting authorization |from the Bourd heforc,
and that it currently accepts delisted wastes generated from its hazardous|waste (reatment plant in
Pcoria County for disposal at its Indian Creek Landfill site as a result of Tazewcll County Board
approval. It is also my understanding that the Hopedale Township éoard has expressed its
support of PDC’s K061 delisting petition and filed a public wmmunl at the Board’s public
hearing in Peoria County on August 18 demonstrating same. Finally, | am aware that the 1IEPA
has reviewed the petition and has informed the Board that it has no el‘gectlon 1o the Board’s
granting of if.

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PDC is an 80 year old central 1llinois company with an cxcellent and lon.{g history of compliance
with environmental law and regulations. It has asked the Board for an e)!q‘peditcd decision so that
il can continue 10 serve the needs of its stecl mill customers, a majorit*’,'? of which are based in
lilinois and also provided public comment at the Roard’s public hearing'i on August 18 in Peoria
supporting the issuance of this K061 delisting petition. It is my understy nding that it PDC does
not receive this K061 delisting authorization, it may be forced to lay dff most of its 70 unim:.
employee workforee in Peoria, which accounts for an approximate $3,5(f)0,000 payroll, as this is
the largest waste stream that PDC currently processes at itg facilityi in Peoria Cdumy, In
addition, PDC’s steel mill customers would have to transport their KO6] waste to maore distant
outlets, which would have a multi-miflion dollar cost impact on their facilities, Finally, Tazewell
County and Hopedale Township could stand to collcetively lose hundredé of thousands of dollars
in new host fees for beneficial programs like municipal recycling| grants, cnvironmental
enforcement activilies and road improvement programs.

Because of the approval that it has sought ard received from the el¢ctod representatives in
Tarcwell County to accept delisted wastes at Indian Creek Landfill, the support it received from
the Hopedale Township Board to accept delisted K061 treatment re;:fsiducs at Indian Creck
Landfill, the business decision il has made and expressed to DeWilt County concerning
acceptance of delisted waste at the Clinton Land(ill, the IEPA’s opinion that PDC’s waste
trecatment. technology for delisting K061 treatment residues is safe, andithe fact that the Minois
steel industry has indicated that it needs the services of PDC to contine to be competitive and
keep good paying jobs al its facilities in Tlinois, il is my opinion that further public hearings do
not appear necessary. Furthermore, T urge the Board o reach an expedited decision on PDC’s
K061 delisting petition. 1
