VIOLATIONS
Based upon direct observations made by Donna Shehane during the course of her October
16, 2008 inspection of the above-named facility, the lllinois Environmental Protection Agency has
determined that Respondent has violated the lllinois Environmental Protection Act (hereinafter, the
“Act”) as follows:
(1) That Respondent caused or allowed the open dumping of waste in a manner
resulting in litter, a violation of Section 21(p)(1) of the Act, 415 ILCS 5/21(p)(1)

(2006).

CIVIL PENALTY

Pursuant to Section 42(b)(4-5) of the Act, 415 ILCS 5/42(b)(4-5) (2006), Respondent is
subject to a civil penalty of One Thousand Five Hundred Dollars ($1,500.00) for each of the

violations identified above, for a total of One Thousand Five Hundred Dollars ($1,500.00). If

Respondent elects not to petition the lllinois Pollution Control Board, the statutory civil penalty

specified above shall be due and payable no later than January 15, 2009, unless otherwise provided

by order of the lllinois Pollution Control Board.

If Respondent elects to contest this Administrative Citation by petitioning the lllinois Pollution
Control Board in accordance with Section 31.1 of the Act, 415 ILCS 5/31.1 (2006), and if the lllinois
Pollution Control Board issues a finding of violation as alleged herein, after an adjudicatory hearing,
Respondent shall be assessed the associated hearing costs incurred by the lllinois Environmental

Protection Agency and the lllinois Pollution Control Board. Those hearing costs shall be assessed

in addition to the One Thousand Five Hundred Dollar ($1,500.00) statutory civil penalty for each
violation.

Pursuant to Section 31.1(d)(1) of the Act, 415 ILCS 5/31.1(d)(1) (2006), if Respondent fails
‘to petition or elects not to petition the lllinois Pollution Control Board for review of this Administrative
Citation within thirty-five (35) days of the date of service, the lllinois Pollution Control Board shall
adopt a final order, which shall include this Administrative Citation and findings of violation as
alleged herein, and shall impose the statutory civil penalty specified above.

When payment is made, Respondent’s check shall be made payable to the lllinois
Environmental Protection Trust Fund and mailed to the attention of Fiscal Services, lllinois
Environmental Protection Agency, 1021 North Grand Avenue East, P.O. Box 19276, Springdfield,
lllinois 62794-9276. Along with payment, Respondent shall complete and return the enclosed
Remittance Form to ensure proper documentation of payment.

If any civil penalty and/or hearing costs are not paid within the time prescribed by order of the
lllinois Pollution Control Board, interest on said penalty and/or hearing costs shall be assessed
against the Respondent from the date paymentis due up to and including the date that payment is
received. The Office of the lllinois Attorney General may be requested to initiate proceedings
against Respondent in Circuit Court to collect said penalty and/or hearing costs, plus any interest

accrued.

A copy of said Petition for Review shall be filed with the lllinois Environmental Protection
Agency’s Division of Legal Counsel at 1021 North Grand Avenue East, P.O. Box 19276, Springfield,
lllinois 62794-9276. Section 31.1 of the Act provides that any Petition for Review shall be filed within
thirty-five (35) days of the date of service of this Administrative Citation or the Illinois Pollution

Control Board shall enter a default judgment against the Respondent.

NARRATIVE INSPECTION REPORT DOCUMENT S

On October 16, 2008 I (Donna Shehane) conducted an inspection at 13912 1675 East
Street in Princeton, Illinois. I was accompanied by Shaun Newell, also an inspector from
the Tllinois EPA Rockford regional office. The weather at the time of this inspection was
49 °F, with North winds at 6 mph. This inspection was conducted as a follow-up
inspection. The property owner had received an Administrative Citation Warning Notice
for an earlier April 14, 2008 inspection. The original deadline for cleanup of the property
was set at June 6, 2008. Mr. Danielson then requested an extension to July 6, 2008 to
complete the cleanup. Since receipts were submitted documenting the removal of waste
materials from the site, an extension to July 6, 2008 was granted. On July 1, 2008, I
receive a letter from Mr. Danielson asking for an additional 30-day extension to complete
the cleanup. Mr. Danielson cited the unforeseen necessity of having to transport his son
‘to summer school the first three weeks of June, again submitting additional receipts. An
extension was granted to July 31, 2008. On July 15, 2008 I reinspected the Danielson
property and found only a minimal amount of cleanup. On July 28, 2008, Mr. Danielson
submitted a third request for deadline extension due to a storm hitting the area, resulting
in additional storm cleanup work. I verbally told Mr. Danielson that I would be
unavailable for another reinspection until returning from vacation the week of August 11,
2008. On August 15, 2008, I reinspected the Danielson property and found additional
cleanup had been completed, but a majority remained. At this time, I advised Mr.
Danielson that I would consult with my supervisor regarding the status of the property.
On September 8, 2008, I spoke with Mr. Danielson regarding the decision to give him
one additional month (to October 15, 2008) to complete the cleanup. I emphasized that
he must stop continuing to separate out what he thought was recyclable from the other
waste/garbage in the bags and simply throw all the bags into a dumpster for disposal in a
landfill.

By letter dated October 14, 2008, Mr. Danielson requested another extension of time for
cleanup due to required overtime at work, upcoming dental surgery, and other personal
issues.

We arrived on site at approximately 10:45 am. Mr. Danielson was introduced to Mr.
Shaun Newell. We began the inspection on the east side of 1675 East Street. Photo # 1,
taken to the southeast shows an area strewn with bags of household garbage. Photo # 2
was taken to the west and shows additional litter and waste near the backyard of the
residence. Photo # 3 depicts more bags of waste, with some recyclable material inside
and garbage that has been separated into a garbage can. Photo # 4 shows food-
contaminated waste on the ground.



Photo # 5 reveals clothing and miscellaneous debris such as paper dumped on the ground.
Photo # 6 reveals additional refuse bags on the ground.

Photo # 7 was taken of lumber and wire strewn on the ground. Photo # 8 depicts a waste
pile containing food containers, plastic, paper and miscellaneous debris. More bags of
refuse and strewn litter can be seen in Photo # 9.

Photo # 10 shows metal scrap, lumber, a dog house, and other debris on site. Photo # 11,
taken toward the north, reveals more waste littering the property, including a pile of corn
cobs, metal, empty paint cans, and other debris. Mr. Danielson stated that the metal seen
on the left side of the photo was going to be used for a project. Itold Mr. Danielson to
store the needed metal neatly inside a shed/garage for its future use.

Photo # 12 was taken of cardboard, paper, signs, and other debris strewn on the property.
Photo # 13 shows cups, empty paint cans, cloth, cardboard, plastic, etc. littering the
property. Photos # 14 and # 15 show additional bags of household waste and garbage
stored on site and spilling out. Photo # 16 depicts more litter on the ground.

We proceeded to the rest of the property located on the west side of 1675 East Street.
Photo # 17 was taken of more bags of household waste dumped on the property from off-
site. Photo # 18 was taken toward the west of litter strewn on the ground including
plastic, containers, and paper.

Photos # 19 and # 20 depict more dumped bags of household waste covering the ground
in this forested area. Photo # 21 shows the litter trailing off farther into the woods.

We left the site at approximately 11:20 am. The Steve Danielson property was found to
remain in apparent violation of the following during this inspection:

1. Section 21(a) of the Act: Cause Or Allow Open Dumping.
