ORDER OF THE BOCARD (by Mr. Goodman):

On January 9, 1978, the Environmental Protection Agency
(Agency) filed a Motion to Strike certain letters addressed to
Board by the Hearing Officer and a Motion to Reconsider the Bosz
Order of November 22, 1977, allowing the Hearing Officer to chaix
a negotiating session between the parties herein. First, the
Board notes that, although copies of the Hearing Officer's le*ﬁ%rg
were sent to the Agency, no response to the Hearing Officer's
request to chair a negotiating session was filed with the Board

until this Motion for Recconsideration was filed, a month after a
negotiating session was held. Furthermore, regardless of the
contents of the Hearing Officer’s letter of November 21, 1977, the
lengthy record already developed in this case indicated to the
Board that an attempt at anegotiation chaired by the Hearing Officerx
would benefit the public as well as the parties. The M@tion for
Reconsideration is denied. Finally the Board is fully capable of
distinguishing between evidentiary and non-evidentiary documents
in its files. The Motion to Strike is denied.
