The Illinois Environmental Protection Agency’s Motion of
April 21, 1980, to file response instanter is granted.

The relief requested in Respondent Celote~ Corporation’s
April 8, 1980 Motion For Reconsideration of Board Order Adopted
April 3, 1980 is denied.

Interroa~tories. Interrogatories were filed by the Agency
on October 11, 1979. Answers to Numbers 1—3, 5-18, and 20 were
ordered by the hearing officer, upon the Agency’s motion, to be
filed by February 18, 1980. Celotex did not answer by February
18, 1980. Sanctions against Celotex are properly within the
Board’s powers.

Heari~. Celotex’ appeal of the Board’s April 3, 1980 Order
does not operate to extend the time for performance of the acts
therein mandated. Procedural Rule 308(h).

The Board Order of April 3, 1980 is affirmed, Celotex’
April 18, 1980 Petition to Board for Immediate Special Board
Meeting to Decide Celotex Motion for Reconsideration is moot.
