Tommy House’s motion is hereby granted. On or before
November 20, 1995, Tommy House shall file with the Board
supplemental information addressing the concerns outlined in the
Board’s September 7, 1995 order. Hearing in this matter shall ‘be
stayed pending the Board’s review of this supplemental
information.
