ORDER OF THE BOARD (by ~‘Ir. Dumeile):

Petition filed October 7, 1974 is inadequate. No data
are given as to the copper concentrations generated in previous
copper sulfate treatments of the drinking water reservoir.
No date is specified when treatment is to be performed.

Petitioner shall amend the petition within 45 days from
the date of this order to provide the necessary information
to both the Board and Agency. The 90-day period provided by
statute for decision shall run from the date of filing of the
amended petition. Failure to timely file the requested information
shall make the petition liable to dismissal for inadequacy.
