REQUEST FOR EXTENSION OF TIME TO FILE RECORD

By
agreement, Illinois EPA obtained an extension of filing the record in the second appeal (PCB
10-110), and filed the record in that case on February 1, 2011, the same day this third permit
appeal was filed by KCBX.

3. Inthis case, KCBX appeals certain conditions of the Site’s renewed FESOP permit,
which covers all pertinent Site activities.

significant time and resources. [lowever, the undersigned :s scheduled to travel to Illinois
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EPA’s Springfield, Illinois offices on March 2-3, 2011 on other matters. and will also be ablc to
assist in preparation of the record filing at that time.
4. Respondent requests that the Board grant an additional thirty (30) days for filing of

llinvis EPA’s record of decision, until April 4, 2011.
