COMMENTS OF THE ILLINOIS ENVIRONMENTAL REGULATORY GROUP 

NOW COMES the ILLINOIS ENVIRONMENTAL REGULATORY GROUP ("!ERG"), 

by and through its attorney, Alec M. Davis, and hereby submits the following comments in the 

above-described matter. 

IERG encourages the Illinois Pollution Control Board ("Board") to take action to finalize 

the proposed amendments in this matter as expeditiously as possible. As described by IERG in 

filings and testimony, any relief from the economic impact and potential liability stemming from 

the now unnecessary Illinois NO, RACT Rules requires both that the compliance dates contained 

in the Rules be extended, and that the extension be effective as immediately as possible. 

!ERG would like to thank the Illinois Environmental Protection Agency ("Agency") for 

its willingness to work with the regulated community to provide relief in the form of a 

compliance date extension. !ERG is satisfied that the Agency is cognizant that future Board 

rulemakings will be required to satisfy any future NO, RACT requirement that may flow from 

future ozone or particulate matter National Ambient Air Quality Standards, and looks forward to 
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the opportunity to again work with the Agency to ensure that those rules satisfy the federal 

requirements while being both economically and technologically reasonable. 

Further, IERG encourages the Board to grant the relief sought by ExxonMobil, in 

extending its compliance date beyond that requested by the Agency in its proposal. However, 

!ERG would suggest that if the Board requires additional information or time to consider 

ExxonMobil's request, it not delay this matter further, but instead take it up in ExxonMobil's 

pending variance proceeding. 

!ERG thanks the Board for its consideration of these comments.
