Dear Honorable Members of the linois Pollution Control Board,

On behalf of the Jasper County Economic Development Committee, I'm writing in support of Ameren
Energy Resources Company, LLC (AER) and its request to extend the deadline for upgrading energy
stations as required by the new state emission standards.

The Jasper County Economic Development Committee is a local program that promotes and encourages
job creation, community leadership, workforce development, cultural awareness and sustainable

economic growth in the county.

For many years, AER has played a vital role in our local economy. The Newton Energy Center provides
well-paying jobs for our community and the revenue generated from its property tax goes toward
essential local public services, like our schools, parks and libraries. In today’s troubled economy, we need

all the help we can get.

But unfortunately, AER does not have the financial support to make such capital investments at this time.
To date, AER has already spent more than $1 billion in pollution control equipment. If AER were to make
the additional upgrades under the existing deadline, it would have no other choice but to shut down some
of its energy centers, Without the Newton Energy Center, Jasper County would be devastatingly short of
valuable jobs and vital local services such as emergency response and public safety.
