As an Environmental Scientist since 1975, with 17 years of experience
working for the nation’s largest coal producer, I know all to well
about the dangers of coal powered electrical facilities. I was on the
front lines in the scientific studies on acid rain. Our meteorological
and sampling stations covered the United States from coast to coast and
were among the best in the nation and our own laboratories were state
of the art facilities. I personally managed our regional laboratories
in Kentucky and Ohio and got my start at our Central Laboratory in
Illinois.

Our studies were a part of a much larger study controlled by the
Bituminous Coal Research Association. My knowledge and experience on
this subject is unquestionably exhaustive, and as a resident of the
State of Illinois, I am extremely troubled and distressed that Ameren
is trying to renege on its promise to clean up its dirty coal-fired
power plants. The IPCB needs to reject this request to protect the
health and general well-being of all Illinois residents.

I have personally analyzed the emissions from these plants and have
gathered indisputable evidence that these plants emit toxic pollutants
that have severe adverse effects on the human population. It would be
an egregious mistake to allow a waiver to Ameren or any coal fired
power plant at this late date. It is not as if the hazards of these
toxic pollutants were just learned about yesterday. We have known for
over three decades that these substances are extremely hazardous to
humans. I urge you to stand up for the people of Illinois and
emphatically deny any requests for a waiver of Ameren’s promise to
clean up its act.
