Petition filed on June 25, 1973 is inadequate in that the
hardship alleged is not detailed. No costs are given nor state-
ment of economic hardship.

The petitioner is given 21 days in which to amend his petition
to provide details as to the hardship a denial would incur in
accordance with Rule 401(a) (2) of the Procedural Rules. A waiver
of the time elapsed until the filing of the amended petition shall
he filed simultaneously. Failure to do the preceding shall make
the petition liable to dismissal because of inadequacy.
