OPINION OF THE BOARD (by Mr. Marder)

Motion of Respondent, Family Leisure Centers, Inc., to Strike
and Dismiss Amended Complaint is hereby granted.

The Board finds that this cause of actio~n is not yet ripe for
adjudication by the Board as an enforcement matter.

In order for Respondents to construct their proposed development,
either the IllinoIs Environmental Protection Agency or the United
States Environmental Protection Agency will have to issue permits.
For NPDES permits issued by the United States Environmental Protect-
ion Agency there will be a public comment period, during which Com-
plainant may object to a permit being granted. For State of Illin-
ois permits, Complainant has the right to appeal any permit issued
by the Agency to the Board. At that time the Board would have issues
before it that would be within its jurisdiction to decide.

IT IS THE ORDERof the Pollution Control Board that this action
is hereby dismissed without prejudice.
