Atissue
isthe Agency’s approval of the reimbursement of requested corrective action costs, with
modifications, for Wareco Services' leaking underground petroleum storage tank facility located
at 1039 Grand Avenue, Galesburg, Knox County. The Board extends the appeal period until
August 4, 2003, the next business day following the day the parties requested. See 4151LCS
5/40(a)(1) (2002); 35 I1l. Adm. Code 105.406. If Wareco Servicesfailsto file an appeal on or
before that date, the Board will dismiss this case and close the docket.
