3. The proposed water pollution control facilities in this request are located at NE 

1/4 of Section 29, T20N, R9E of the 4th P.M. in Lee County, at the above street 

address and consist of the following: 

Livestock waste management facilities consisting of: a concrete 
deep manure pit (approximately 138 ft. x 71 ft. x 8 ft.); one 
concrete shallow manure pit (approximately 76 ft. x 85 ft. x 2 ft.); 
the concrete slatted portion of the floor over the two manure pits 
that capture and contain waste generated in the barns above; six 
(approximately 6 ft. x 6 ft. x 8 ft. each) concrete pump-out pits to 
allow manure removal for the deep manure pit; a PVC pipe

138' length, but the two - 6' sides on each of the 6 pumpouts is not, so 
6 pumpouts x 6' x 2 sides = 72' 

276'+162'+72' = 510'
