The decision to close all coal plants in lllinois is the direction the people of lllinois, your
employers, want you to go. To allow Dynegy to double the air pollution and water pollution is
unfathomable. Please put the health and well-being of your constituents ahead of profits for dirty
Texas energy companies.

Coal has been subsidized for at least two centuries. If utilities and coal plants can’t make it on their own
in a capitalistic economy, it is time for coal to go. |say, “It is time for coal to go.”

If Dynegy past is prolog, they will take the cheap but dirty way, closing cleaner plants to keep open the
dirtier plants.
