MOTION FOR EXTENSIO-N OF TIME TO RESPOND
TO RESPONDENT’S DISCOVERY REQUESTS

NOW COMES the Complainant, PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF ILLINOIS, by LISA
MADIGAN, Attorney General of the State of lllinois, and pursuant to 35 Ill. Adm. Code Sections
