I apologize for the delayed response in applying for an appeal to the denial of
approved Budget by the EPA. I was unable to get a reply on time due to the lack of
communication with the Village of Antioch. I am hoping that you will consider the
Appeal as follows.

A Leaking Underground Storage Tank (LUST) Budget was received by the Illinois
Environmental Protection agency (IEPA) on August 24, 2017. After review of this
budget, this budget was modified and several aspects of the budget where deemed
ineligible and removed from the modified final budget. This was documented in a
letter from the IEPA to the LUST operator dated February 20, 2018. A copy of the
incident budget is included in Attachment A.

The amount of $110173.00 for costs for remediation and disposal, which exceed the
minimum requirements necessary to comply with the Act. Costs associated with site
investigation and corrective action activities and associated materials or services
exceed the minimum reuuirements necessary to comply with the Act are not eligible
for payment from the Fund pursuant to Section 57.7©(3) of the Act and 35 Ill. Adm.
Code. 734.630(0).

These cost estimates for hooking up to a municipal water supply include
cost associated with abandoning septic fields, installing sanitary lines
and a municipal sewer line is a requirement from the Village of Antioch
in order to be able to install Municipal water suDDly. Due to fact that it
is a requirement from the Village of Antioch to be able to comply with
the IEPA requirements for the installation of City water on the site. I
am requesting that the IEPA approve the budget to for the installation
of city sewer Lines as well as abandoning the septic system, and
associated costs in order to comply with the requirements of the Village
of Antioch.

ORDER OF THE BOARD (by C.M. Santos):

On March 20, 2018, the Board received a letter on behalf ofTed’s State Line requesting a
hearing tO review a February 20, 20 1 8 determination of the Illinois Environmental Protection
Agency (Agency). See 4 1 5 ILCS 5/40(a)( 1) (20 1 6); 3 5 IlL Adm. Code 1 0 1 300(b), 105.402,
I 05.404. The Agency’s determination concerns Ted’s State Line’s leaking underground storage
tank (UST) site located at 284 Main Street in Antioch, Lake County. For the reasons below, the
Board accepts the letter as a timely petition but directs Ted’ s State Line to file an amended
petition correcting specified deficiencies within 30 days or face dismissal of this appeal.

Under the Environmental Protection Act (Act) (41 5 TLCS 5 (201 6)), the Agency decides
whether to approve proposed cleanup plans and budgets for leaking UST sites, as well as
requests for cleanup cost reimbursement from the State’s UST Fund, which consists ofUST fees
and motor fuel taxes. If the Agency disapproves or modifies a submittal, the UST owner or
operator may appeal the decision to the Board. See 4 1 5 ILCS 5/40(a)( I ), 57-57. 1 7 (20 1 6): 35 Ill.
Adm. Code 105.Subpart D. In this case, the Agency modified Ted’s State Line’s corrective
action budget.

The Board accepts the Ted’s State Line’s March 20, 201 8 letter as a timely filed petition
but finds that the petition is deficient: First, in adjudicatory proceedings before the Board,
including this UST appeal, anyone other than an individual must be represented by an attorney
licensed and registered to practice law. 35 Ill. Adm. Code 1 0 1 .400(a)(2). Ted’s State Line’s
letter was signed by Scott McSorley, Senior Project Manager for Carison Environmental, Inc.
Mr. McSorley did not file an appearance, and his letter does not indicate that he is an attorney.

Second, a petition for review of an Agency UST determination must include “[a]
statement specifying the grounds of appeal.” 35 Ill. Adm. Code 104.408(c). While Mr. Sorley’s
letter states that its serves as a petition for a hearing, it specifies no grounds for appeal of the
Agency’s determination.

Pursuant to 35 Iii. Adm. Code 734.850(b) costs associated with activitIes that do not have
a maximum payment amount set forth pursuant to 35 III. Adm. Code 734 Subpart H must
be determined on a site-snecific basis and the owner/operator must demonstrate to the
Illinois EPA the amounts souzht for reimbursement are reasonabIe

The budget includes 3 cost estimates each for the fo]Iowing scopes of work:

. Hook-up to a municipal water supolv at the commercial business located at the
site.

. Hook-up to a municinal water supply at the residence located adjacent west ol the
site.

. Install a new notable water well at the residence located adjacent north of the site.

The Illinois EPA notes the budget does not include cost estimates for hook-up to a
municipal water supply at the commercial property located east of the site across Illinois
Route 83.

The cost estimates for hooking up to a municipal water supply include costs associated
abandoning septic fields, installing sanitary lines and a municipal sewer line. Costs for
these activities exceed the minimum requirements to comply with the Act and its
regulations: therefore the costs are not eligible for payment from the Fund. The Illinois
EPA deducted the ineligible costs from the estimates, and the following costs are
approved:

a For hook-un to a municipat witer suppiv at the commercial business located 4it the
site: $82,900.00 (Behm Enterprises. Inc. estimate is the lowest estimate when
only eligible costs are considered).

a For hook-up to a municipal water supply at the residence located adjacent west of
the site: $ 1 3,465.00 tLeo Fox Trucking/Collette and Ano estimate is the lowest
estimate when only eligible costs are considered.

a For installation of a new potable water well at the residence located adjacent north
ofthe site: $1 1J50.OO (RockWell Well and Pump Service. Inc. estimate is the
lowest estimate).



The total amount approved in this budget for Remediatlon and Disnosal costs is
$ 108,5 1 5.00. The amount proposed is $2 I 8,688.00. $ 1 10, 1 73.00 is deducted.



Apoeal Rights

An underground storage tank owner or operaLor may appeal this final decision to the Illinois
Pollution Control Board pursuant to Sections 40 and 57.7(c)(4) of the Act by filing a petition for
a hearing within 35 days after the date of issuance of the final decision. However, the 35-day
period may be extended for a period of time not to exceed 90 days by written notice from the
owner or operator and the illinois EPA within the initial 35-day appeal period. If the owner or
operator wishes to receive a 90-day extension, a written request that includes a statement of the
date the final decision was received, along with a copy of this decision. must be sent to the
Illinois EPA as soon as possible.
