i 5) Summary and purpose of amendments: The following briefly describes the subjects and
issues involved in the consolidated docket Ri8-6/Ri8-14 rulemaking. A comprehensive
description is contained in the Board’s opinion and order of May 1 0, 20i 8, adopting
amendments in consolidated docket Ri 8-6/R18-14, which opinion and order is available
from the address below.

This proceeding updates the Illinois wastewater pretreatment rules to correspond with
amendments adopted by the United States Enviromriental Protection Agency (USEPA)
that appeared in the Federal Register during two update periods : January 1 , 201 7 through
June 3 0, 20 1 7 and July i , 20 1 7 and December 3 1 , 2017.

The following briefly summarizes the federal action in the two update periods:

June i4, 2017 (82 Fed. Reg. 27i54): USEPA adopted pretreatment standards for
dental dischargers. New sources are to comply by July 20, 201 7. Existing
sources are to comply by July i4, 2020.

June 26, 2017 (82 Fed. Reg. 28777): USEPA corrected the pretreatment
standards for dental dischargers.

July 5, 20i7 (82 Fed. Reg. 30997): USEPA corrected the June 26, 2017
corrections to its June 14, 20i 7 pretreatment standards for dental dischargers.

September 1 8, 201 7 (82 Fed. Reg. 43494): USEPA postponed the effective date
ofpretreatment standards for the steam electric power generating point source
category adopted November 3, 20i5.
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Tables appear in a document entitled “Identical-in-Substance Rulemaking Addendum
(Final)” that the Board added to consolidated docket Ri 8-6/Ri 8-14 that list the revisions
to the text ofthe corresponding federal rule, the amendments that are not based on current
federal amendments, and the revisions to the text since the Board’s February 22, 2018
proposal for public comment. The tables contain deviations from the literal text of the
federal amendments underlying these amendments, as well as corrections and
clarifications that the Board made in the base text involved. Persons interested in the
details of those corrections and amendments should refer to the Identical-in-Substance
Rulemaking Addendum (Final) in consolidated docket R18-6/R1 8-14.

SUBPART X: STEAM ELECTRIC POWER GENERATING

Section 307.3301 Steam Electric Power Generating

a) Applicability. This Section applies to discharges resulting from operation of a
generating unit by an establishment whose generation of electricity is the
predominant source ofrevenue or principal reason for operation, and whose
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generation of electricity results primarily from a process utilizing fossil-type fuel
(coal, oil, or gas), fuel derived from fossil fuel (e.g., petroleum coke, synthesis
gas), or nuclear fuel in conjunction with a thermal cycle employing the steam
water system as the thermodynamic medium. This Section applies to discharges
associated with both the combustion turbine and steam turbine portions of a
combined cycle generating unit.

c) Existing sources.

Section 307.5100 Dental Offices

a Applicability.

1) Except as provided in subsections (a)(3). (a)(4), and (a)(5), this Subpart
BP applies to dental dischargers.

2) Unless otherwise designated by the control authority a dental discharger
subject to this Subpart BP is not a significant industrial user. as defined in
35 Ill. Adm. Code 3 10, and is not a categorical industrial user or industrial
user subject to categorical pretreatment standards as a result of
applicability ofthis Subpart BP.

3) This Subpart BP does not apply to dental dischargers that exclusively
practice one or more ofthe following dental specialties: oral pathology,
oral and maxillofacial radiology, oral and maxillofacial surgery,
orthodontics, periodontics, or prosthodontics.

4) This Subpart BP does not apply to wastewater discharges from a mobile
unit operated by a dental discharger.

5) This Subpart BP does not apply to dental dischargers that do not discharge
any amalgam process wastewater to a POTW, such as dental dischargers
that collect all dental amalgam process wastewater for transfer to a
centralized waste treatment facility, as defined in 40 CFR 437.2(c).

6) A dental discharger that does not place dental amalgam and does not
remove amalgam, except in limited emergency or unplanned,
unanticipated circumstances, and which certifies these facts to the control
authority, as required in subsection (d), is exempt from any further
requirements ofthis Subpart BP.
