RESPONDENT'S UNOPPOSED MOTION FOR EXTENSION OF TIME 
TO FILE RESPONSE TO COMPLAINANT'S MOTION TO STRIKE 

Respondent, TATE AND LYLE INGREDIENTS AMERICAS LLC, by and through its 

attorneys, Seyfarth Shaw LLP, moves the Illinois Pollution Control Board ("Board"), pursuant to 

35 Ill. Adm. Code 101.522, for a sixty (60) day extension oftime to respond to Complainant's 

Motion to Strike Respondent's Affirmative Defenses. Complainant does not oppose this Motion. 

In support of this Motion, Respondent states as follows: 

1. Complainant has filed a Motion to Strike Affirmative Defenses. Respondent 's 

response to Complainant's Motion is currently due to be filed on January 24, 2014. 

2. On January 16, 2014, the Parties met to discuss the possibility of settlement. At 

that meeting Respondent agreed to provide Complainant with a written proposal regarding 

certain compliance issues and the Parties intend to schedule another meeting in the near future. 

3. By the instant motion, Respondent seeks an additional sixty (60) days, i.e. until 

March 25, 2014, to respond to Complainant's Motion to Strike to accommodate the Parties' 

settlement negotiations without incurring additional unnecessary litigation costs.
