ERMS was intended to help attain the
1979 ozone National Ambient Air Quality Standards by reducing VOM emissions in the
Chicago non-attainment area. Since IEPA began implementing ERMS in 2000,
emissions from ERMS sources have decreased. IEPA reports that ERMS no longer
