DearMr. Murphy/Ms.CiprianoiMs.Manning:

Recentlymy neighborhood is becoming quite alanuedregardingUnited Disposal of
Bradleyand their violations within theVillage ofBradley. Theowner(s)Merlin Karlock
and Michael Watsonhave openlybeenviolating their perrnif which I understandthe
LEPA grantedthem. UnitedDisposalhas beenhauling in outsidewasteandhasblatantly
disregardedthe termsof theirpermitknowinglyandwithin aresidentialneighborhood.
1 believe the termswere that wastecould only be receivedfrom 6:00 a.m. to 5:00 pm
Monday throughSaturday. I havep ersonally secutruckscarryingwastein after 5 :00
p.m.

It is alsomy understandingin researchingthis problem that the IEPA vieweda “transfer
station” as not needingsiting approval. I do not understand why all solid waste/transfer
stations which havewastedo not require sitingapproval from either the Pollution Control
Board or the IEPA. it seemsthis would be asafeguardfor neighborhoodswhich house
thesekindof facilities.

It is my understandingthat Mr. Karlock and Mr. Watson has sidesteppedmany of the
necessarysafeguardsand theVillage ofB radley although v erymuch aware, since the
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Health DepartmentinformedMr. Baithazor,Mayor of Bradley of the infractions. As
usual the Village hasturned its back on its residentsand insteadwas all in favor of
eliminatingtheproblemfor UnitedDisposalby approvingaresolutionto allow themto
haul in outsidewastefrom othermunicipalities. Doesn’t this requirea siting process?
Shouldn’ttheVillage p erhapswait to see if either the Pollution Control Board or the
1EPAwho hasjurisdictionover wastefacilities wouldgrantsucha request. As you can
seethe Village of Bradley doesnot haveits residentsbest interestat heart,only big
businesswith big pocketbooks.

UnlesstheIEPA, AttorneyGeneral’sOffice or thePollution ControlBoarddecideto help
ourneighborhood,we wIll be subjectto heavytrucks on our streetswhereourchildren
ride theirbikes andhaveto endurethe DobermanPinscherdogswhich freely roamour
streetsat night. I personallyhavecalled the BradleyAnimal Control on at leastthree
occasions,with witnessespresent,andneverevenreceiveda call back Therefore,I can
only concludethattheVillage of Bradleyatits discretionhaschosento ignOreits citizens
whenit comesto this businessconcern.

The short distancefrom the very traveledroute 50 to the “transferstation of United
Disposal”would at bestonly accommodate2 trucks. If United is allowedto continue
therewill bedefinite congestionon theroadway. I understandthat Unitedhastried to
amendtheir IEPA permit to include outside waste. The site they are on will not
accommodatethisventure. Mr. Watsonon severaloccasionshasnotandwill not comply
with the HealthDepartmentrequestto see their logs and additionally United has no
intentionofcomplyingwhentheyhavetheVillage of Bradleyto rely on for backup. My
understandingis Mr. Karlock andMr. Watsonhavetheresourcesto hire legal counselto
facilitate gettingthepermit changed.Number9 on the originalpermit specificallystates
no outsidewaste,which is continuallyviolated. To datethereareno infractionsimposed
onUnitedfor their unwillingnessto abideby the termsof theirpermit. It would seem
that most Village officials would be concernedthat infractionswould createa hardship
for theresidentsliving closeto a facility which is clearly andblatantly disregardingthe
law. Certainly this is not true with the Village o Bradley, thereforewe residents
concludethat wewill haveto look outsideoftheVillage for compliance.

I shallbe researchingandinvestigatingon my ownandwill bewilling in any wayI can
to aid yourdepartmentif theywould only pursuethis infraction. Thankyou for taking
thetimeto readtheconcernsofthc citizensin ourneighborhood.
