Leshen,AssistantCity Attorneys,andmovesIllinois

Pollution ControlBoard to compelthe County ofKankakeeto produceany and all invoicesof

Hinshaw & Culbertsonwhich it sentas part of its representationof the County in the siting

procedurewhich is thesubjectmatterofthis actionandin supportthereof,statesasfollows:

1. County of Kankakeewas servedwith documentrequests,which included a

demandfor the invoicesofHinshaw& Culbertsonreferredto above.

2. Thatpursuantto an OrderofthisCourt filed on April 17,2003, KankakeeCounty

wasdirectedto producesaidinvoices.

3. ThatCountyofKankakeedeliveredto City a packetof documentswhichpurports

to bein compliancewith Illinois PollutionControlBoard’sOrderofApril 17, 2003.

4. Thatthediscoverypacketreferredto in the aboveparagraphdid not includeany

invoicesof Hinshaw& Culbertson.

5. ThatCity believesthat suchinvoicesdo existbecauseofinformationcontainedin

Defendant’sAmendedAnswersto City ofKankakee’sInterrogatoriesat page5 thereofwherein

CountyofKankakeein pertinentpartstatesasfollows:

“. . . To the extent said Interrogatory is limited to communications
betweenWasteManagementof Illinois, Inc., andthe CountyafterAugust
16, 2002, and prior to the decision date; none other than the
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communicationsheldon thepublic record,andproceduralnon-substantive
communicationsbetweenSpecial State’sAttorney of Kankakeecounty
and the attorneysof Waste Managementof Illinois, which would be
reflected in the invoices of Hinshaw & Culbertson, and the
communicationsof ElizabethHarvey with counsel of WMII which are
partofthepublic record,if any. . .

6. The “invoices of Hinshaw & Culbertson”referredto in that answerwere not

containedin the discoverydocumentssuppliedby County and further, to the best of City’s

acknowledge,werenevermadepartofthepublic record.

WHEREFORE,City ofKankakee,praysthat the County ofKankakeebe compelledto

deliver all of its invoicesof Hinshaw & Culbertsonsent to the County aspart of this siting

procedure.
