1. Threeundergroundstoragetankappealswerefiled on June16, 2003. Thecase

numbersare: PCB03 - 156,PCB03- 157, andPCB03-158.

2. All threeappealsinvolve adenialofreimbursementofcostsfrom theLeaking

UndergroundStorageTankTrustFundto performcorrectiveactionactivitiesat

propertylocatedat 503 SouthStateSt., Jerseyville,JerseyCounty,Illinois. This

propertyis ownedby SwearinginServices,Inc. dlb/aSwearinginAmoco.

3. Thecorrectiveaction activit~srelatedto all appealsarerelatedto corrective

actionactivitiesfor thesameundergroundstoragetanksthat leaked.



4. ThethreedifferentAgencylettersdenyingreimbursementapplyto activitiesat

thesite,but coverdifferingperiodsoftimeand~lifferentcostsandexpenses

relatedto thecorrectiveactionactivities.

5. Becausethefactualbasisofthethreepetitionsarecloselyrelated,consolidating

thethreepetitionsinto oneproceedingwill bemoreconvenientto theBoard,the

AgencyandPetitioner;consolidationwill alsoresultin a moreexpeditiousand

completedeterminationoftheclaimsand wouldnot causematerialprejudiceto

anyparty. Further,consolidationoftheclaimswill providefor amoreefficient

administrationofjusticeandreduceduplicationof efforts thatwouldbe required

if theappealswerehandledseparately.Theburdenofprooffor thethreeappeals

is identicalandwill bebasedon nearlyidenticalfactsandbackground

information.

WHEREFORE,Petitioner,SwearinginAmoco respectfullyrequeststhattheBoardgrant

its motion to consolidatethethreepetitionsfiled on behalfof SwearinginAmocoon this date.
