INTERIM ORDER OF THE BOARD (by Mr. Goodman):

On April 25, 1975, Wilco Area Career Center (Wilco)
filed a variance petition with the Pollution Control Board
(Board). Wilco's petition failed to state adequate infor-
mation from which the Board can draw the necessary con-
clusions to enable it to make a decision. More partic-
ularly, the petition failed to specify the regulation, rule
or statute section from which a variance is needed. In
addition, no plan of compliance was included.

It is the order of the Board that Wilco amend its
petition for variance within 45 days of the adoption of this
order and provide the needed information. Failure to timely
file the needed information shall cause the petition to be
dismissed for inadequacy. The 90 day decision period set by
statute shall run from the date of filing the amended petition.
