5) A Complete Description of the Subjects and Issues Involved: On June 2, 2014, Clifford-
Jacobs Forging Company (Clifford-Jacobs) filed a rulemaking proposal to amend the 
previously promulgated site-specific noise rule at 35 111. Adm. Code 901.119. The 
amendments would extend the allowable operational levels for Clifford-Jacobs forging 
facility located in unincorporated Champaign County. For a detailed description of the 
proposed changes to Part 901, please refer to the Board' s April 16, 2015 opinion and 
order in docket R14-22, Proposal of Clifford-Jacobs Forging Co. for an Amendment to  
the Site-Specific Rule at 35 111.

Section 901 .119 Clifford-Jacobs Operational Level 

 

Clifford-Jacobs Forging Company and future owners of the forging facility located at North 
Market Street, Champaign, Illinois, shall-must comply with the following site-specific 
operational level  and sound limitation: 

a) 	Operate no more than fourteen hammers at any one time; and 

Operate its forging hammers up to 24 hours per day, only between the hours of 
6:00 a.m. and 11:00 p.m. Monday through Saturday; 

Must not cause or allow the emission of sound from the facility to exceed 65 d.B 
(A-weighted Leq) at the far southwest comer of the facility's property line  
adjacent to Wallace Avenue between the hours of 11 p.m. to 6:00 a.m., Monday 
through Saturday; 

d) Must investigate new technoloQies, sound abatement measures, and possible  
operational chanes to mitigate the sound emissions from i.ts forging operations;  
and 

e) Must submit to the Board a report on the findings of the investigation pursuant to 
subsection (d) of th.is  Section, once everv ten years after the effective date of this  
amended Section. The report must be filed with the Clerk of the Board at the  
followimy, address:
