OPINION AND ORDER OF THE BOARD (by G.T. Girard):

On June 19, 2001, the partiesfiled a stipulation and proposal for settlement, accompanied by a
motion requesting relief from the hearing requirement pursuant to Section 31(c)(2) of the Environmenta
Protection Act (Act) (415 ILCS 5/31(c)(2) (2000)). The Board accepts the stipulation and proposa
for settlement filed in this matter. The two-count complaint aleged that the respondent violated Sections
21(a) and 21(p)(2) of the Act (415 ILCS 5/21(a), 21(p)(1) (2000) by causing or alowing open
dumping and littering.

Pursuant to Section 31(c)(2) of the Act (415 ILCS 5/31(c)(2) (2000)), the Board caused
publication of the required newspaper notice of the Stipulation and proposa for settlement and request
for relief from the hearing requirement. The notice appeared in the Chicago Sun Times on June 22,
2001. The Board did not receive any requests for hearing. Accordingly, the Board grants awaiver
from the hearing requirement.

The dtipulation and proposal for settlement sets forth the facts relating to the nature, operations,
and circumstances surrounding the dlegations in the complaint. Respondent does not admit to the
violations aleged by the People, but agrees to pay acivil pendty of $20,000. Respondent must
continue to comply with any federa, State, or locd regulations including, but not limited to, the Act and
the Board' s regulations.

This opinion conditutes the Board' s findings of fact and conclusions of law in this matter.
ORDER
1. The Board hereby accepts the stipulation and settlement agreement executed by the
People of the State of Illinois and Brzuszkeiwicz Auto Rebuilders, Inc., an automobile

body repair service located at 10933 South Central Avenue, Oak Lawn, Cook County,
[llinois. The dtipulation and settlement agreement isincorporated by reference as though



fully set forth herein.

2. Respondent shdl pay the sum of $20,000 within 30 days of the date of this order. Such
payment shal be made by certified check or money order payable to the Illinois
Environmental Protection Agency, for depost in the Environmenta Protection Trust
Fund. The case number, case name, and the respondent’ s Federal Employer
| dentification Number 36-3742635 must aso be included on the certified check or
money order and clearly indicate that payment is directed to the Environmental
Protection Trust Fund.

4, Any such pendty not paid within the time prescribed incurs interest at the rate set forth
in subsection (&) of Section 1003 of the Illinois Income Tax Act, (35 ILCS 5/1003
(2000)), as now or hereafter amended, from the date payment is due until the date
payment isreceived. Interest does not accrue during the pendency of an appeal during
which payment of the pendty has been Sayed.

5. Respondent shdl cease and desist future alleged violations of any federd, State, or locdl
datutes and regulations.
