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On the other side of the balance, to deny the variliance would
close the plant and throw 23 people.cut of Jjobs, with adverse el lec.
on the whole community (R. 11); Tammsco is the only industry in
the community (R. 41) and are of conly two suppliers of its product
in the country (R. 19). The granting of some additional time
to achlieve compliance 1s necessary to avold an unreascnable

hardship.

Our only hesitation comes from the fact that the company
requested an entire year from the time its intent letter
filed 1n June, 1970, and from the company's own testimony
its supplier "would have shipped it [the baghouse] at an e
date had we asked them to " (R. 23). The reason for not aski
was that "I was unable to get allocation of fund sriier t
that date [June 1971, when delivery is to be
end of the company" (R. 23). The reluctance
spend money for pollution control 1s no excuse
compliance. Therefore had we examined th
ago we should have insisted on a shorteni
period.

However, due to no fault of Tammsco, ¥ now
ripe for disposition, and it secems pointless ¢
attemnting to shorten the pericd at this 1 iz not
clear that the supplier's schedule 1s [lexi permlt
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will be complete within ve months. In view of
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guantity of emissions and the uncrowded nature
it does not seem worthwhlle to devote more eff
to save a few weeks. The variance will be grante
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This opinion constitutes the Board's indin

conclusions of law.
ORDER

ATter considering the record the Board hereby orders as
follows: :

1. Tammsco, Inc. may emit up to 21 pounds per hour of
particulate matter from the drier of its silica plant ot
I1linois, until July 1, 1971.

2. Tammsco, Inc. shall file with the Environ < >
Agency, on or before lMarch 15, 1971, a bond or othe: ty 2
the amount of $10,000, to be fo feited 1n the event drier is
operated in excess of the ulation limits after July 1, 1971.

3. The failure to file such security shall terminate this
varlance.
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
