to describe the test, but whether you know whet her
t hey have ever sanpled the |eachate?
A It is ny understanding that other people

wi thin the Agency have coll ected sanpl es, yes.

| aboratory results fromthat?

Q Did you have occasion to visit the Bel
Sports facility in Rantoul, Illinois, at any tine

Now, according to your RCRA
i nspection report, you and your staff collected a
nunber of sanples, correct?

A That's correct.
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Q Do you recall how many you col | ected?

A I would have to refer to ny notes, | am
afraid.

A I would have to refer to ny notes.

Q Pl ease feel free.

A (The witness revi ewed docunents.) My
notes reflect | collected eight sanpl es.

Q How many barrels were you | ooking at at
that tine?

A There were 54 barrels in the group that
we were | ooking at.

Q Is it safe to assune that the sane basic
chain of custody procedures applied to the sanpling
and securing and transporting of these sanples as
you described previously with respect to the
sanpl es you obtai ned at the Waste Hauling Landfill?

A Yes.

Q What criteria did you use to determ ne
whi ch barrels woul d be sanpl ed?

A We had a photoioni zing detector by H New
(spel l ed phonetically) Conpany, which basically
gave us a neter reading relative anount of volatile

organics that were in the head space of the
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sanples. And then basically for all of those that
we collected a sanple for, we took the ones that
got the highest readi ngs.

Q So once again, if you were going to take
a sanple froma barrel, it was going to be from
t hose barrels that had the highest PID readings?

A That's correct.

A We did, but our normal procedure with
wat er woul d be to use a glass tube, which was not
possible in this stage.

A We collected bits of ice using a clean,
st ai nl ess steel spoon fromthose drums where we
coul d do that.

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sanpl es were sent to Gulf Coast Laboratories; isn't

that right?
A That's correct.
Q Do you know what ki nd of anal ysis was

request ed?

A Because our concern was for the organic
contam nants listed in the TCLP, we asked for those
organi ¢ anal yses.

As regards to the second, as far as
foundation is concerned, | think it is
transparently clear the w tness has described the
vi sual appearance, the chenical results obtained
fromthe sanples that were taken, and he descri bed
t hem as bei ng conparabl e and sinilar and supportive
of his previously stated view of origin of these
waste materials and, consequently, | think we have
all of the relatives that we need to show for
pur poses of this exhibit.

Q (By M. Nahnod) You didn't collect a

sanpl e from anywhere but on top of the drums; isn't

that right?
A That is -- for several of the sanples we
used glass tubes to collect a -- the liquid that

was in the druns, sone of which wasn't water, so we

did collect as much of a colunmm of liquid as we
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could in the containers.

Q VWhere was that |iquid taken fronf

A It was liquid that was in the drunms, and
so we used gl ass tubes, basically, to get a
cross-section of the liquid in those druns.

Q So now you are saying that the sanples
were not taken fromthe tops of the druns?

A I am saying that where we could we used
gl ass tubes to take a cross-sectional sanple of the
liquid. Were all we could reach or all we could
find was the solid material, then we collected what
we could reach using the stainless steel spoons.

Q And even then you were limted by only

taki ng what wasn't frozen; isn't that right?

A That's correct.

Q I want to turn your attention to what has
been marked as Waste Hauling Exhibit Number -- | am
sorry. | amactually referring to People's
Exhibit -- no, that is not it.

then transfer it fromthere into other appropriate
bottles for the anal ysis.
Q Wy is | eachate anal yzed?
A Because it is contam nated, generally,
and we wi sh to characterize how contam nated.

BY HEARI NG OFFI CER WALLACE:

Q M. Zierath, | need you to go back
t hrough some nore sanpling on January 27th, 1993.
You exani ned how many druns?

A There were 54 druns in a group that were
identified as nonhazardous waste druns.

Q And how many drunms did you -- you took
sanpl es from how many druns?

A From ei ght drunmns.

Q Did you remove the lids fromthese druns
or --
A We renoved the lids fromall of the druns
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that the |lids would cone off of.

Q Now, of the eight druns that you sanpl ed,
were sone frozen on top?

A There was sone ice in a nunber of the
druns, and including sone that we sanpl ed.

Q All right. The ones that had ice
required you to use your spoon; is that correct?

A That is correct.

Q The ones that were not frozen, you used a
gl ass tube?

A If there was liquid that was not frozen
we used a gl ass tube.

Q Al right. The glass tube, is that
inserted -- how long is the glass tube?

A It isalittle over three feet. It is a
little bit longer than the drumis tall

Q And normal procedure is to insert the
gl ass tube all the way to the botton?

A Yes, if there is nothing obstructing it.

Q And then by using the glass tube, you get
a cross-section of the entire barrel, or drumin
this case?

A Yes.

Q O at least as far down as it will go?
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A That's correct.

Q Wth the spoon nethod you scrape off of
the top of the drum is that correct?

A When we use the spoon, we try and dig
down as far as we can so we don't just get the top
surface, but it is limted in how far.

Q Al right. | assunme the spoon is not
three feet |ong?

A You are correct.

Q This is where | amconfused. The barrels
that had ice, were you able to use the spoon just
on the surface or did you go down bel ow t he
surface?

A The druns that had ice, it frequently
wasn't over the entire surface, so we were able to
di g down through the paint-like material a ways.
As far as collecting the bits of the ice, we were
limted to the surface, what we could break off.

Q Well, then, did you take nore than one
sanmpl e from each drunf

A W added -- if we collected liquid --

Q Well, wait. Let ne back up. | am
somewhat confused. Did you take sanples of the ice

crystals that were on top as well as other materi al
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in the drunf

A We did, but they were all added into the
same bottle to make a single sanple of the materi al
in a drum

Q So then with that type of collection, you
do not get any cross-sectional |ook at the drunf

A That is correct.

Q Al right. Now the eight sanples, how
many were gl ass tubes and how many were the
st ai nl ess steel spoon?

A I don't recall right offhand.

Q Al right. Wuld your notes show t hat
or --

A Just a second. (The witness revi ewed
docunents.)

It appears as though there was liquid in
seven of the eight sanples, so those were the ones
we woul d have used gl ass tubes on. | amsorry. It
appears as though all eight sanples.

Q Al'l eight sanples what?

A Had liquid and, therefore, we used gl ass
tubes on all eight of those sanples.

Q So you do not -- do you recall whether or

not you used the stainless steel spoon at all?
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A We used the stainless steel spoons to
collect the solid material fromthe druns, because
all of the drunms had sone solids and fromthe ones
we sanpled they all had sone liquid also. So in
order to collect as representative as we could get
we collected part of the sanples as the solid
material and part of it as |iquid.

Q Al right. Those sanples resulted in
your receiving that information that is contained
with your letter, which has been identified as WHL
Exhibit 16?2

A That is correct.

Q Ckay. Did you utilize the information
you received in any fashion?

A The information in WHL 167

Q Yes.

A W -- | subsequently conducted an
i nspection at the facility, a RCRA inspection, in

A Yes, we went through closure of that
ar ea.

Q What did that involve?

A ESE going in and doing all of the proper
testing of the ground and subnmitting all of the
proper paperwork and getting approval granted.

Q So ESE actually took some sanples of the

ground in the area?

A Yes.

Q Did they prepare sone sort of report?

A Yes.

Q Was that subnitted to | EPA?

A Yes.

Q Did | EPA approve that submittal ?

A Yes.

Q Do you recall what the approval consisted

of ?
No.

Q Did they tell you that you had to do any
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additional work in the storage area?
A No, we didn't.
Q Now, did you have any direct know edge

that the violations alleged by the | EPA actually

occurred?
A Prior to closure?
Q Yes, prior to closure.

Q Al right. So why did you decide to

cl ose the storage area?

A Because when | nade the decision to ship
everyt hi ng hazardous, that neant that everything
out there was hazardous, and had been there over 90
days and, therefore, the violations and, therefore,
cl osure.

Q Ckay. Did you do this closure
voluntarily?

A Yes.

Q Did | EPA ask you to do this closure
before you volunteered to do it?

A No.

Q Ckay. Were you present at the facility
when M. Zierath collected sanples fromdruns in

January of 19937
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No.

Q | take it, then, that -- do you know
whi ch druns he coll ected the sanples fronf

A No.

Q Do you know whet her he coll ected those
sanpl es from hazardous waste druns?

A | don't know.

Q Do you know whet her he collected from
solid waste druns?

A | don't know.

Q Now, the exact nane of the corporation

that are naned as respondents here are Waste
Haul i ng, Inc. and Waste Hauling Landfill, Inc. You

are famliar with those corporations; is that

correct?
A Yes.
Q You are the sol e sharehol der of those; is

that correct?

A Yes.

Q You are the only officer and director?

A That's correct.

Q Now, fromthe tinme that this landfill
began to operate under your direction, you
periodically received visits, | guess, from

representatives of the Illinois Environnental
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Protection Agency; is that correct?

A That's correct.

Q During any of those visits, do you recal
any conversations with representatives of the EPA
in their inspections about this matter of a bernf

A Yes.

Q Can you describe what this bermis, first
of all?

A Vell, there is a bermthat is on the
north side and it wapped around and proceeded
south on both the east and west sides alnost to the
sout h border.

Q Al right.

A It was tapered fromthe south, north. In
ot her words, there was nore bermon the north than
actually on the south side.

Q Now, the property on which the landfill

sits is approxi mtely how nuch acreage, if you

know?
A The total acreage is about 50 acres.
Q Now, there are actually two principa
fill areas; is that correct?
A There are actually three.

Q Al right. W have referred or heard
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testinony in this case between an old and a new
area?

A That's correct.

Q Can you descri be what those are?

A Vll, the old area is two areas that were
filled prior to 1980. | believe they were ceased
somewhere in early 1979. They are east of the
creek that runs through the property. The creek
runs kind of fromthe southeast to the northwest at
an angl e.

Q Now, woul d the new area then, the

so-call ed new area, be on the west side of that

creek?
A That's correct.
Q That's the area you described with regard

to this berm is that correct?

A That's correct.

Q Al right. Now, during the course of any
i nspections, did any representatives of the EPA ask
you or indicate to you or suggest to you or in any
manner tell you to raise this bernf

A That's correct. It is also noted on the
reports.

Q Now, what did you understand that to
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mean?

A Rai se the berm hi gher than what it was at
that tine.

Q Was there -- did you understand that
there was any reason to raise the bermas far as
you knew?

A No. Oher than the fact that it -- they
had decided that it wasn't the way it should be and
| was to raise it.

Q What process woul d you engage in in order
to conply with that? Wat did you do?

A We done just that. W started hauling
dirt in and raising the berm

Q VWhat relationship, if any, was there
between this bermand the fill portion of the
landfill?

A Vell, it is outside the fill. The berm

is what is outside of the garbage that is hauled in

t here.

Q Well, as the bermwas rai sed what woul d
happen to the fill area?

A It would go up.

Q Al right. Ws there a reason for that?

In your mind, was there sone reason why that
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occurred?

A Well, in ny mind, when the berm was
rai sed then you had to shape the garbage and the
top cover when you applied it so that there
woul dn't be water going into the fill. It had to
run of f when you got to the final stages of it.

Q The final stages, neaning?

A Cl osure.

Q Cosure. Okay. So, apparently, the fill
did -- did the fill then rise?

Yes.
Q Did the fill area rise along with the
berm then?
A Yes.

Q After you would raise this bermarea, the
fill would rise, also?

A Yes. | would build up to the bermon an
angl e and taper so that when we put the final cover
on it, the water would not settle down in the fill,

it would run off the side.

Q When you say settle down in the fill, do
you mean - -
A well, if it is flat --

Q Di d sonebody tal k about hei ght at sone
point in tine?

A Yes. They started tal ki ng about hei ght
i n about 1986, 1987, sonewhere along in there.

Q Was that the first tinme you had heard
anyt hi ng about height in connection with the bernf

A Yes.
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Q Do you recall who it was that you had
this discussion with, as a representative of the
EPA?

A I don't recall the person's nane, no.

Q Did you make any inquiry of any
representative of the EPA about how t hese two were
going to be rel ated?

A Yes. | contacted the engi neer, ny
engi neer, and we discussed it.

Q Al right. There was at sonme point in
time an aerial survey nmap or drawi ng generated. Do
you recall that?

A Yes.

Q Ckay. Was that generated at or about the
same tine that the discussions about the height
wer e begun?

A Yes.

Q And that aerial survey was generated as a
result of your discussions with M. Krimel?

A That's correct.

Q Now, an adnministrative citation was
served on you at one tinme. Do you recall that?

A Yes.

Q And that citation had to do with, anong

A It is still operating.

Q Can you describe its operations?

A It is the hauling of industrial waste.

Q To which landfill does it haul ?

A The Macon County Landfill.

Q Do you hold any interest in the Macon
County Landfill?

A I ama small stockhol der

Q You are a voting stockhol der?

A That's correct.

Q And how many ot her voting stockhol ders
are there?

A Probably 25 or 30.

Q Does each own an equal share?

A It is ny understanding that they do.

Q Does your conpany, Waste Hauling, Inc.,
receive a special rate for disposal at Macon County
Landfill?

A No.

Q If you don't have $100, 000. 00, then what
do you intend to do as far as the violations that

we have been tal ki ng about?
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A That deci si on has not been nade yet,

Q Have you spoken with M. Krinmel as far
as prioritizing all of the different things that
need to be done?

A When we went to the March neeting in 1993
we had a plan --

Q Ckay.

A -- that we was going to present, and
after what we was told, that was the end of it.

Q What about the August 1996 neeting? Did
you | earn enough fromthat neeting, through your
representatives, to prioritize conpliance neasures?

A August of when, sir?

Q | believe it was |ast year, August of
1996.

A I haven't |earned enough to nmake any ki nd
of decision on what has to be done.

Q Well, let's explore that here. You don't
have a closure plan; is this correct?

A That's correct.

Q Ckay. Therefore, you don't have
financial assurance; is this correct?

A That's correct.
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MR, LATSHAW (Objection. This is al
beyond the scope of direct.

MR DAVIS: Once again, in all sincerity,
M. Hearing Oficer, this is cross-exam nation of
the party defendant.

HEARI NG OFFI CER WALLACE: Well, this
appears to be nore closely related to direct than
the other, so continue.

MR. DAVIS: Thank you.

Q (By M. Davis) You don't have financi al
assurance, correct?

A That's right.

Q You don't have groundwater nonitoring

wells, correct?

A W have a well, yes.

Q Ckay. Have these wells been nonitored?

A Yes.

Q What is the nost recent data that you
have?

A | don't keep that information. M.

Kri mel does.
Q Ckay. | believe on direct you did
testify, sir, that the groundwater nonitoring

hadn't shown any problens. |s this your
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understanding fromtalking to M. Krimel?

A That's right.

Q Is it your understanding that the
nmonitoring is being done on a regul ar basis?

A Yes.

Q Let ne junp back just for a second to the
financial assurance. W believe that at one point

in time you had a surety bond posted; is that

correct?

A That's correct.

Q It expired?

A That's correct.

Q Can you explain why it was not continued,
in effect?

A It expired. | didn't catch it. The EPA

didn't catch it.

Q Ckay. Continuing on with the list of
conpliance neasures, | believe on direct you did
nmention that it is your understanding that one to
three feet of cover was applied to the landfill; is
this correct?

A Uh- huh.

HEARI NG OFFI CER WALLACE: Yes?

THE W TNESS: Yes. Excuse ne.
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Q (By M. Davis) Wiat attenpts have been
made, if any, to maintain this cover, M. Canfield?

A I haven't done anything there.

Q Ckay. It was put on basically in the
sumer and early fall of 1992?

A That's correct.

Q To conply with the judge's order?

A That's correct.

Q Not hi ng has been done since the fall of

1992 to maintain it?

A That is correct.
Q You may have heard about the evidence of
erosion problens at the landfill. M question to

you, sir, what efforts, if any, do you intend to
take i n spendi ng what ever noney you have to take
care of those problens?

A I don't understand what you are asking
me, sir.

Q Ckay. Let nme back up. W have heard
about the application to cover four and a half
years ago

A Ckay.

Q We heard fromyou, sir, that you have

made no efforts to maintain it; is this correct,
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sir?

A That's correct.
Q | amrepresenting to you, sir, that we
have -- this group has heard evi dence regarding

erosi on problens at the landfill.

My question is; what efforts, if any, do
you intend to take to correct those erosion
probl ens?

MR, LATSHAW | amobjecting to this. It
is becoming inquisitorial. He didn't hear that
testinony fromthis witness. And if he wishes to
make this witness his witness, then he can issue a
subpoena and he can do so.

But it is beyond the scope of this
Wi tness' direct exam nation. It certainly is
relevant and related to all of the testinony we
have heard from M. Krinmel, and it is starting to
sound a little cumulative, but it certainly is
beyond the scope of this witness' direct
exam nation from us.

MR DAVIS: Well, it is appropriate, M.
Wal | ace, for the attorney doing the
cross-exam nation to represent to the w tness what

evi dence has been received. And | don't think
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there is a dispute regarding ny representation as
to that.

| think it is appropriate, as | have
stated earlier, in the cross-exam nation of a party
defendant, especially with the Board's statutorily
mandat ed consideration of certain criteria, to
focus on these types of things for due diligence,
for econom ¢ benefit accrual, regarding the
severity of the violations, and on and on.

I amnot being sarcastic. | don't want

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Q Wiy are you waiting for the hearing to be
over ?

A I have no idea what is going to be
required out of this hearing.

Q Are you telling the Pollution Contro
