pursuant to 35 Ill. Adm. Code 101.522, for a sixty (60) day extension of time to respond to 

Respondent's Amended Answer to Second Amended Complaint. Respondent does not oppose 

this motion. In support of the motion, Complainant states as follows: 

1. On August 22, 2013, Respondent filed an Unopposed Motion for Leave to File 

Amended Answer Instanter with the Board. 

2. Due to Complainant's counsel's obligations in other pending matters, as well as 

time needed to review Respondent's newly asserted affirmative defense and the new precedent 

upon which it relies, Complainant requests an additional sixty days, until November 4, 2013, to 

file any response to Respondent's Amended Answer to Second Amended Complaint.

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5. Complainant makes this motion in good faith, and not for purposes of delay.
