I amwriting this letterto voicemy concernregardingUnitedDisposalofBradley,Inc.’s

transferstationpermitmodificationrequest.
In my capacityasIllinois EPA DelegatedAuthority in KankakeeCounty,I amvery
familiarwith therulesandregulationsgoverningpollution controlfacilities. It is clearly
statedin theIllinois EnvironmentalProtectionAct that“any personconducting a waste
storage,wastetreatment, wastedisposal,wastetransfer or wasteincineration
operation for wastesgeneratedby suchperson‘s own activities,when suchwastesare
stored,treated, disposedof, transferred or incineratedwithin the site or facility
owned,controlled, or operatedby such personor when suchwastesare transported
within or betweensitesor facilities owned, controlled or operatedby suchperson” is
not subjectto local siting asa pollutioncontrol facility.

However, in thiscase,UnitedDisposalwould not begenerating,wastedueto his own
activ1

ty UnitedDisposalwould becollectingandtransfernngwastefrom sitesoutside
theVillage ofBradley,ownedby otherpeople,with wastesgeneratedby otherpeople’s
activities. The facilitywould thenbecomeapollution controlfacility by definition once
it takeswastesoutsideofBradley,Illinois. Suchamendmentto its serviceareawithout
going throughlocal sitingis aclearviolation oflaw, andgrantingthis permit
modificationrequestwould setanundesirableprecedentfor otherpollutioncontrol
facilities to follow.

As the delegatedinspectorfor KankakeeCounty,I andtheDesPlainesRegionalOffice
oftheIEPAareawareofapparentviolationsatthesite for which enforcementis being
pursued.
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While variousappealson thesiting oftwo pollution controlfacilities (municipalsolid
wastelandfills) within KankakeeCountyarependingandthereis uncertaintyasto the
futureplanfor solidwastedisposalwithin this County, thisdoesnot takeawayfrom the
fact thatUnitedDisposalmustgo throughlocal siting approvalbeforereceivingany
permit to expandoperations.

It is my recommendationto denytheconsiderationto deviatefrom theoriginal conditions
ofthepermitwithoutgoing throughtheproperprocessofsiting andhearingsfor the
public’s interestand concerns.
