ORDEROF THE BOARD (by C.A. Manning):

On February27, 1996,theIllinois EnvironmentalProtectionAgency(Agency)and
Recyclers,Inc. (Recyclers)filed ajoint noticeofextensionofthe 35-dayappealperiodpursuant
to Section40oftheEnvironmentalProtectionAct, relating to a February7, 1996Agency
determinationregardingRecyclers’permitapplication. The Agencyrequestedtheextension“to
May 7, 1996, oranyotherdatenot morethanatotal of90 daysfrom thedateoftheAgency’s
final determination.”

P.A. 88-690(SB1724)effectiveJanuary24, 1995, amendsSection40(a)(1),which
governsthepermit appealprocess,to provide:

the35-dayperiodforpetitioning for ahearingmaybe extendedfor aperiodof
time not to exceed90 daysby writtennoticeprovidedto theBoardfrom the
applicantandtheAgencywithin the initial appealperiod.

As theBoardmaintainsits files by docketnumberonly, theBoardwill reservedocket
PCB96-183for any appealwhich maybe filed by Recyclers.In theeventthat Recyclersfails to
file anappealon orbeforeMay 7, 1996(the90th day afterFebruary7, 1996),theBoardwill
dismissthe docketasunnecessary.A $75.00filing feewill, ofcourse,be requiredat suchtime
asRecyclersfiles suchpetition.
