1) one Responsible Operator in Charge who directly supervises both the55
treatment and distribution facilities of the community water supply; or56

c) The Responsible Operator in Charge must be a certified operator, qualified and63

b) obtains all of its water from, but is not owned or operated by, a community water97
supply that is required to employ a Class A, Class B, Class C, or Class D98
community water supply operator;99

c) does not sell water to any person; and101

d) is not a carrier that conveys passengers in interstate commerce. [415 ILCS103

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owner or official custodian and the new Responsible Operator in Charge must114
notify the Agency, on Agency forms , of the changes in responsible personnel.115
