REQUEST FOR NINETY DAY EXTENSION

NOW COMES the Respondent,the Illinois EnvironmentalProtectionAgency(“Illinois

EPA”), by one of its attorneys,JohnJ. Kim, AssistantCounseland SpecialAssistantAttorney

General,and, pursuantto Section 40(a)(1) of the Illinois EnvironmentalProtectionAct (41.5

ILCS 5/40(a)(1))and 35 Ill. Adm. Code 105.208,herebyrequeststhat the Illinois Pollution

ControlBoard(“Board”) grantan extensionof thethirty-five (35)dayperiodfor petitioningfor a

hearingto January15, 2004, oranyotherdatenot morethana total of onehundredtwenty-fiVe

(125) daysfrom September12, 2003,thedateofserviceof the Illinois EPA’s final decision. In

supportthereof,theIllinois EPA respectfullystatesasfollows:

1. On September10, 2003,the Illinois EPA issueda final decisionto the Petitioner.

2. On September30, 2003,the Petitionermadea written requestto theIllinois EPA

for an extensionoftime by which to file a petition for review, askingthe Illinois EPAjoin in

requestingthat the Board extendthe thirty-five day period for filing a petitionto ninety days.

ThePetitionerrepresentedthat thefinal decisionwasreceivedon September12, 2003. (Exhibit

B)
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3. Theadditionaltime requestedby thepartiesmay eliminatetheneedfor a hearing

in this matteror, in thealternative,allow thepartiesto identify issuesand limit thescopeof any

hearingthat maybe necessaryto resolvethis matter.

WHEREFORE,for the reasonsstatedabove,the partiesrequestthat the Board, in the

interestof administrativeandjudicial economy,grantthis requestfor a ninety-dayextensionof

thethirty-five dayperiodfor petitioningfor ahearing.

The Illinois EnvironmentalProtectionAgencyhascompletedthereviewofyourapplicationfor
paymentfrom theUndergroundStorageTankFundfor theabove-referencedLUST incident
pursuantto Section57.8(a)oftheIllinois EnvironmentalProtectionAct (Act), and35 Ill. Adm.
Code732, SubpartF. This informationis datedJuly 15, 2003 andwasreceivedby theAgency
onAugust8, 2003. Theapplicationforpaymentcoverstheperiodfrom July 23, 1998 to July 31,
2003. The amountrequestedis $11,900.80.

Thedeductibleamountfor this claimis $10,000.00,whichwaspreviouslydeductedfrom the
InvoiceVoucherdatedSeptember18, 1996. Listedin AttachmentA arethecostswhicharenot
beingpaidandthereasonsthesecostsarenotbeingpaid.

On August8, 2003, theAgencyreceivedyourcompleteapplicationfor paymentfor thisclaim.
As aresultoftheAgency’sreviewofthisapplicationfor payment,avoucherfor $4,708.86will
bepreparedfor submissionto theComptroller’sOffice for paymentasfundsbecomeavailable
baseduponthe datetheAgencyreceivedyourcompleterequestfor paymentofthisapplication
for payment. Subsequentapplicationsfor paymentthathavebeen/aresubmittedwill be
processedbaseduponthedatecompletesubsequentapplicationfor paymentrequestsare
receivedby theAgency. This constitutestheAgency’sfinal actionwith regardto theabove
application(s)for payment.

An undergroundstoragetankowneroroperatormayappealthis final decisionto theIllinois
Pollution ControlBoard(Board)pursuantto Section57.8(i) andSection40 oftheAct by filing a
petitionfor a hearingwithin 35 daysafterthedateof issuanceof thefinal decision.However,
the 35-dayperiodmaybeextendedfor aperiodof time not to exceed90 daysbywrittennotice
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from theowneror operatorandthe Illinois EPA within the initial 35-dayappealperiod. If the
applicantwishesto receivea 90-dayextension,a writtenrequestthatincludesastatementofthe
datethefinal decisionwasreceived,alongwith a copyofthis decision,mustbesentto the
Illinois EPA assoonaspossible.
