ORDER OF THE BOARD (by J. Theodore Meyer):

On October 9, 1990, General Motors Corporation filed a
proposal for rulemaking which seeks an exception to 35 Ill. Adm.
Code 216.381. While this proposal satisfies many of the
informational and content requirements cof 35 Ill. Adm. Code
102,121 and 102.141, it is deficient in that:

1) The petition does not address the qguestions
contained in the Analysis of Economic and
Budgetary Effects questionnaire, as required by
Section 102.121(c). The Board is usually
required to submit this information to the
Joint Committee on Administrative Rules whether
one or many sources are affected by a
rulemaking.

2) The petition fails to meet the requirements for
incorporation by reference of prior proceedings
set forth in Section 101.106.

This petition is not accepted for hearing within the meaning
of Section 28 of the Act. If petitioner fails to file
supplemental materials curing the noted deficiencies within 45
days of the date of this Order, this petition will be subject to
dismissal. Additionally, petitioner is requested to use the
caption as indicated above.
