This Administrative Citation is issued pursuantto the authority vested in the Illinois

EnvironmentalProtectionAgencyby Section31.1 oftheIllinois EnvironmentalProtectionAct, 415

ILCS 5/31.1 (2002).

FACTS

1. ThatCurryReady-Mix & Builder’s Supply, Inc. (“Respondent”)is thepresentowner

and operatorof a facility locatedat 3600 N. Dirksen Parkway,Springfield, SangamonCounty,

Illinois. The propertyis commonly known to the Illinois EnvironmentalProtectionAgency as

Springfield/CurryIce & Coal.

2. That Curry Ice & Coal of Springfield, Inc. (“Respondent”)is the generatorand

transporterof thewastethatwasdumpedonto theproperty.

2. That said facility is an open dump operatingwithout an Illinois Environmental

ProtectionAgencyOperatingPermitand is designatedwith SiteCodeNo. 1671205697.

3. ThatRespondenthasownedandoperatedsaidfacility atall timespertinen-thereto.

4. Thaton March 3,2004,RichardC. Johnsonofthe Illinois EnvironmentalProtection

Agency’s Springfield Regional Office inspectedthe above-describedfacility. A copy of his



nspectionreport setting forth the resultsof said inspectionis attachedheretoand madea part

hereof.

VIOLATIONS

Basedupondirectobservationsmadeby RichardJohnsonduringthecourseof his March3,

2004 inspectionof the above-namedfacility, the Illinois EnvironmentalProtectionAgency has

determinedthatRespondenthasviolatedthe Illinois EnvironmentalProtectionAct (hereinafter,the

“Act”) asfollows:

(1) That Respondentcausedor allowed the open dumping of waste in a manner

resulting in litter, a violation of Section21(p)(1) of the Act, 415 ILCS 5/2l(p)(l)

(2002).

CIVIL PENALTY

Pursuantto Section 42(b)(4-5)of the Act, 415 ILCS 5/42(b)(4-5)(2002), Respondentis

subjectto a civil penaltyof OneThousandFive HundredDollars ($1,500.00)for eachof the

violations identified above,for a total of OneThousandFive HundredDollars ($1,500.00). If

Respondentelectsnot to petition the Illinois Pollution Control Board, the statutorycivil penalty

specifiedaboveshall bedueandpayableno laterthanMarch 1,2004,unlessotherwiseprovidedby

orderof the Illinois Pollution Control Board.

If Respondentelectsto contestthisAdministrativeCitation by petitioningtheIllinois Pollution

ControlBoard in accordancewith Section31.1 oftheAct, 415 ILCS 5/31.1(2002),andif the Illinois

Pollution Control Board issuesafinding of violation asallegedherein,afteran adjudicatoryhearing,

Respondentshall beassessedtheassociatedhearingcostsincurredby theIllinois Environmental

ProtectionAgencyandtheIllinois Pollution Control Board. Thosehearingcostsshall be assessed

.in addition to the OneThousandFive HundredDollar ($1,500.00)statutorycivil penaltyfor each
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violation.

Pursuantto Section31.1(d)(1) of the Act, 415 ILCS 5/31.1(d)(1) (2002), if Respondentfails

to petition orelectsnot to petition the Illinois Pollution Control Boardfor reviewof thisAdministrative

Citation within thirty-five (35) daysof the dateof service,the Illinois Pollution Control Boardshall

adopta final order, which shall include this Administrative Citation and findings of violation as

allegedherein,and shall imposethe statutorycivil penaltyspecifiedabove.

When payment is made, Respondent’scheck shall be made payable to the Illinois

Environmental Protection Trust Fund and mailed to the attention of Fiscal Services, Illinois

EnvironmentalProtectionAgency,1021 North GrandAvenueEast,P.O. Box 19276,Springfield,

Illinois 62794-9276. Along with payment,Respondentshall completeand return the enclosed

RemittanceForm to ensureproperdocumentationof payment.

If anycivil penaltyand/orhearingcostsarenotpaidwithin thetime prescribedby orderofthe

Illinois Pollution Control Board, intereston said penalty and/orhearingcostsshall beassessed

againsttheRespondentfrom thedatepaymentis dueup to andincluding thedatethatpaymentis

received. The Office of the Illinois Attorney Generalmaybe requestedto initiate proceedings

againstRespondentin Circuit Courtto collectsaid penaltyand/orhearingcosts,plus any interest

accrued.

I conductedareinspectionofCurryIce & Coal (Curry) on March 3, 2004.
Accompanyingme on the inspectionwasMr. DaveJansen,Bureauof Land/Field
OperationSection/SpringfieldRegion.Mr. Jansenhadbeenin contactwith Mr. Bruce
Garnerof Curry who hadindicatedthat thewaterpreviouslyobservedin theexcavated
pit wasgone.We wereonsiteto seewhat, if any,changeshadoccurredin thelarge
excavationlocatedalongthewestsideof thenorth parkinglot at thefacility. No one
from Currywasmet andinterviewedatthetime of the inspection.I last inspectedthesite
on February 5, 2004.

We arrivedat about10:00am. It wasabout45°F, cloudy, and the soil waswet.

Thewesternportionsof thepit werecoveredwith pondedwater(seephotographs1, 2, 3,
4, 5, 8, 9 and 10). Becauseof themud in thepit, adeterminationwasnot madeasto the
total depthofthewater.Thefloor ofthepit alongtheeasternregionwashigherthanthe
westernregion,which resultedin it not accumulatingpondedwater.It wasestimatedthat
the largestareaofpondedwaterwasabout203 by 135 feet. If anassumptionis madethat
theareais square,andthewaterin thepond is uniformly 6 inchesdeep,thanabout
102,257gallonswaterwerepresent.Two smallerpools ofwaterwerealso observed,but
wereconsideredsmallerandshallowerthanthe largepond.

Nogroundwaterorstormwaterwasobservedflowing into thepit at thetime ofthe
inspection.However,thebottomhalfof thepit’s northeastsidewallwasmoist, andit is
suspectedthat the moistureis causedby groundwater(seephoto 11).A small flow of
groundwaterhadbeennotedin thenortheastcornerofthepit on previousinspections.

Themuddyconditionsofthefloor showedwhat appearedto beall-terrainvehicletracks
in the southwestregionof thepit (seephoto 1). Theonly othertracksnotedin the
excavationwerefootprints thatMr. JansenandI added.Therewasno sign ofpumpsor
trucksbeingin theexcavation.

Nearthenorthwestregionof theexcavationwas anareaofmoist,white materialon the
floor. This materialis ADM bedashthat hadbeendepositedlastyearto help soakup a
wetarea.Curry is interestedin disposingtheADM bedashin thepit in thefutureto
generaterevenue.Oneof thecharacteristicsofthebedashis its absorbentproperties.

• Reportedly,oncethe ashdriesout it becomesashardasconcrete.Whatwas foundduring
theinspectionis thattheADM bedash,afterit experiencingwet and dry cycles,breaks
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downfrom a hardenedstateinto amud-like consistency.Photos12 and 13 showour
footprintsin themoist,soft bedash.

At thesouthwestedgeof thenorthparkinglot arepilesof ADM bedash(seephoto21).
Thestockpiledashis surroundedon thenorth, southand eastsidesby asmall un-
compactedearthenberm.Truck tire prints in thesoutheastregionofthebermindicate
oneormoretruckshadrUn overthesoil, flatteningtheberm(seephoto21).

NorthoftheADM ashwasa hardenedwhite to graymaterial alongtheeastedgeofthe
pit (seephotos5 and6). Thematerialappearedto havebeendumpedasaliquid andhad
flowed from theedgeofthe excavationdownthesidewall.From its colorationandits
changingfrom a liquid to asolid state,thematerialis believedto be concreteorcement
cleanedout of atruck.

A ditch, andpartof anearthenbermalongtheeastedgeofthepit, helpdivertstormwater
from enteringtheexcavation.In thenorthparkinglot nearthesoutheastcornerofthe
excavationis a stormwaterdrainthat carriesthewatersouthtowardan intermittentcreek
in awoodedarea.Photo 15 showsthedraininlet for thewater,andphoto 15 and 16 show
astrawbaledikesetup to filter out sedimentfrom gettinginto the inlet. I ~ya1kedto the
endoftheoutletpipe (seephoto 14) locatedin thewoodsto thesouth.Therçdidn’t to be
anyrecentdischargesfrom thepipe,asdeterminedby inspectingtheerosionchannel
belowthepipeoutlet. I continuedto inspectthewoodedareawestof thepipeandnear
the creek.Walking alongthecreekto thewest,I didn’t seeany evidencethat would
suggesta recentflow ofwateror sedimentcoming from thepit.

During theinspectionweobservedthe fuelingstationlocatedat thenorthparkinglot near
thesoutheastcornerofthe excavation.It wasnotedthat thereweresomestainingofthe 2
concretepadswheretheCurry trucksparkto pump dieselfuel (seephoto 17). Wethen
observeda dark stainon thegravelsouthofa concretepadlocatednorthof thepumps
(seephoto 18). Theconcretepadcoversan undergroundtankfor diesel.Stainedgravel
was alsoobservedon the eastandnorth sidesof thepad(seephoto 19), thoughdark
stainswerenot evidenton top oftheconcrete.Finally, a largestainon thegravelwas
observedeastandsouthofthepumps(seephoto20).From thelocationandconfiguration
ofthestainit appearedthat fuel hadbeenallowedto overflow from a pump,or from a
saddletankon atruck.A strongdieselsmellwas detectedin theareadirectly adjacentto
the fuelingstation,andin the stainedgravel.If thefuel hadcontinuedflowing southand
east,it wouldhaveeventuallyreachedthecreek.Thestainedgravelindicatedit hadnot
reachedthecreek.Hazardousandspecialwastedeterminationswill beneededbeforeany
stainedgraveland/orsoil canberemovedfor properdisposal.

Thereremainsa small amountofblackmaterialon thewestsideof thenorthernparking
lot. Theblackmaterialis coalthatwasdislodgedfrom thebackof Curry’s dumptrucks.
Curryhaulscoalfrom theTunisCoalmine nearElkhart, Illinois to CWLP (amongother
customers)on a daily basis.
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Duringthepreviousinspectionofthesite,two plastictankswerefilled with a light bluish
greenliquid. This materialis reportedlycalciumchloride,which is usedby thetruck
drivers to spread onto the truck beds to prevent icing. The tanksof material remain in the
southeast region of the northparkinglot.

Weproceeded to inspect the rest of the north parking lot. Severalpilesof wastewere
observed during the current inspectionin thenortheastandeasternregionsof theparking
lot. It appearsthatthewastesarepartlygeneratedfrom thetruck driversbringingback
materialsin theirtruck that areemptiedoutbeforeanotherloadof materialcanbe picked
up.

Photo 22 wastakenofa pile of what appearedto bebrokendrywall locatedin the
northeastregionof thenorthparkinglot. Walking southfrom thenortheastregion,more
pilesof assortedgeneralrefusewerefound.Photos23, 24 and25 areofdifferentpilesof
wastefoundin thenortheast/eastcentralregionofthenorthparkinglot. Photo 23 and25
showa discardedmetalhoist, abandonedhardpiping, ausedtire, a chain-linkfence,a
crushedmetal55-gallondrum,etc.Photo 24 showswhatmaybemorebrokendrywall or
gypsum.Furthersouthofthesepileswasapile ofwoodpallets,andnearthesoutheast
cornerofnorthparkinglot wasalargemetaltankon its side(seephoto26). Thetankwas
emptyexceptfor a small amountofwaterandrustyscale,and it wasobservedto have
severalcorrosionholesin it. A pile ofgeneralrefusewassettingon thegroundeastof the
tank(seephoto27). In thepile wereheavyrubberhoses,metalscrap,concrete,woodand
some soil.

Northeastofthemetaltankweretwo trailersparkedalongtheeastpropertyline. Between
thetwo trailerswerescatteredpiecesofwood, someheavyplasticsheetsthat maybe
sometypeof mudguard for thetrucks, andacoupleofusedtires.Not pictured,but
observeddiscardedon thesouthslopeofthecreek,were2 usedtires,wood, andother
debris.This wasteappearedto havebeendumpeddowntheslopefrom thenortheast
cornerof thesouthparkinglot.

We left thesite at 11:00am. Apparentviolationsnotedat thetime of the inspectionare
includedin the checklist.
