NOW COMES theRespondent,the Illinois EnvironmentalProtectionAgency (“Illinois

EPA”), by one of its attorneys,JohnJ.Kim, AssistantCounseland SpecialAssistantAttorney

General,and, pursuantto Section 40(a)(1) of the Illinois EnvironmentalProtectionAct (415

ILCS 5/40(a)(1)) and 35 Ill. Adm. Code 105.208,herebyrequeststhat the Illinois Pollution

ControlBoard(“Board”) grantan extensionofthethirty-five (35) dayperiodfor petitioningfor a

hearingto July 22, 2004, or any otherdatenot more thana total of one hundredtwenty-five

(125) daysfrom the dateof serviceof theIllinois EPA’s final decision. In supportthereof,the

1. On March 18, 2004, the Illinois EPA issueda final decisionto the Petitioner.

in this matteror, in the alternative,allow thepartiesto identify issuesandlimit thescopeof any

hearingthatmaybenecessaryto resolvethismatter.

TheHigh PriorityCorrectiveActionPlanis approvedwith thefollowing assumptions:

1. The remedialapproach,proposedin theHigh PriorityCorrectiveActionPlan, includes
thefollowing elements:(a) removalof all accessibleimpactedsoil (approximately6,610
cubicyards),(b) removalofa 30-footby 30-foot canopy,(c) replacementofgroundwater
monitoringwells destroyedduring thesoil removal,(d)collectionof soil samplesfrom
thewalls and floor ofthesoil excavation,(e) collectionofoneroundof groundwater
samplesfollowing completionofthesoil removalactivities and (f) useof engineered
barriersandhighwayauthorityagreementsto addresstheinaccessibleimpactedsoil. The
performanceof anyactivitiesbeyondthosedescribedabove(unlessotherwisenoted
below) is not approvedat this time. . -

2. Theowneroroperatorwill removeall accessibleimpactedsoil, includingall impacted
soil beneaththewatertable.

3. Removalofall impactedsoil beneaththe watertablewill reducetheconcentrationsof
indicatorcontaminantsin thegroundwaterto Tier I levels.

4. The owneror operatorwill not needto replaceall sevenof thegroundwatermonitoring
wells destroyedduring thesoil removal. TheIllinois EPA believesthat thereplacement
ofthreegroundwatermonitoringwells (MW-I, MW-4 andMW-6) will besufficient.

5. The owneror operatorwill sampleall oftheaccessibleon-siteandoff-site groundwater
monitoringwells, including thereplacementgroundwatermonitoringwells, no sooner
than30 daysfollowing completionof thesoil removalactivities.

6. TheIllinois EPA maynot approvetheremedialapproach,proposedin theHigh Priority
CorrectiveAction Plan,in the future. TheIllinois EPA is grantingapprovalofthe
remedialapproachon a trial basisin the interestofmoving forwardwith this project.

7. Costsrelatedto biofeasibilitytesting.pathwayexclusiontesting(organiccarboncontent.
pH, etc...)and preparationof a full-scalegroundwaterremediationplan by Orin
Technologieswill not be reimburseduntil theowneror operatordemonstratesthat full—
scalegroundwaterremediationwill be necessary.

An undergroundstoragetankowneroroperatormayappealthis final decisionto the Illinois
Pollution ControlBoardpursuantto Sections40 and57.7(c)(4)(D)ofthe Act by filing a petition
for ahearingwithin 35 daysafterthedateofissuanceofthefinal decision;however,the 35-day
periodmaybe extendedfor a periodof timenot to exceed90 daysby writtennoticefrom the
owneror operatorandtheIllinois EPA within the initial 35-dayappealperiod. If the owneror
operatorwishesto receivea 90-dayextension,awrittenrequestthatincludesa statementofthe
datethefinal decisionWasreceived,alongwith a copyof this decision,mustbesentto the
Illinois EPA assoonaspossible.
