technology requirements for 
nitrogen oxides under 
Sections 172 and 182 of the 
Cleon Air Act ("CAA" ), 42 
U.S.C. §§ 7502 and 75110, for 
molar stationary sources In 
areas designated as nonat­
toinment with respect to the 
2015 8-hour ozone Notional 
Ambient Air Quality Stan­
dard ("NAAQS"). The Illi­
nois EPA will also submit to 
USE PA the proposed amend­
ments to Port 217 relating to 
sources affected by the Octo­
ber 27, 1998, NOx SIP Call, 
including existing reciprocat­
ing internal combustion 
engines not located in the 
above nanattalnment areas, 
for review and approval as a 
revision to Illinois' SIP 
concerning the SIP Call. The 
revisions submitted to 
USEPA will include amend­
ments to current regulatory 
provisions as well as on 
analysis demonstrating that 
the proposal does not Inter­
fere with atta inment or 
maintenance of any appl ica­
ble NAAQS, reasonable 
further progress, or any 
other applicable requirement 
of the CAA. This notice is 
intended to satisfy the 
requirements of Section 
110(1) of the CAA, 42 U.S.C. § 
7410(1) (public notice for SIP 
revisions) . Interested 
persons ore invited to attend 
the hearings or to submit 
written comments .
