RESPONDENT’SPOST-HEARING BRIEF

NOW COMEStheIllinois EnvironmentalProtectionAgency(“Illinois EPA” or

“Agency”) by its attorney,CharlesB. Matoesian,andherebysubmitsits Post-Hearing

Briefwith theIllinois Pollution ControlBoard(“Board”) in thismatter. In supportofthis

Post-HearingBrief, theIllinois EPA statesasfollows:

1. Crownline,Inc. (“Crownline”) filed its Petitionfor AdjustedStandard(“Petition”)

on December4, 2003,pursuantto Section28.1 of the Illinois EnvironmentalProtection

Act (“Act”), 415 ILCS 5/28.1,and the regulationsof the Board at 35 Ill. Adm. Code

Section 104.402. The Petition requeststhat the Board grant Crownline an adjusted

standardfrom 35 Ill. Adm. Code Section215.301,the Use of OrganicMaterial Rule,

better known as the “8 lb/hr Rule” as it appliesto the emissionsof volatile organic

material(“VOM”) from Crownline’sWestFrankfort,Illinois, boatmanufacturingfacility.

2. On February5th, 2004, the Board found that the Crownline petition met the

requirementsof35 Ill. Adm. CodeSection104.406andacceptedthematterfor hearing.

3. On or aboutJanuary20th,2004,theIllinois EPA filed its recommendationwith the

Boardrecommendingthat theBoardGRANT thePetitionfor AdjustedStandard.
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4. A hearingwasheldon this matteron April 23rd,2004. Testimonywaspresentedby Mr.

DaleGuariglia,Mr. JamesClaxtonandMr. Andy Polcynfor Petitioner. Certainquestionswere

posedby Ms. Alisa Liu oftheBoard’stechnicalstaff. TheHearingOfficer, Ms. Carol Sudman,

determinedthat thequestionsshouldbe addressedby thepartiesin theirpost-hearingbriefs. See

Transcriptp. 42, Lines7 - 21.

5. Thequestionswereprimarily directedatclarifyingpoints in thePetitioner’sBrief. This

replyis concernedsolelywith thefew questionsaddressedto theIllinois EPA.

6. On page40 oftheTranscript,lines19 through21,Ms. Liu asksMr. Matoesian

“[i]n theirtestimony,Crownlineindicatedthat theAgencywasagreeableto its revised

wordingfor theadjustedstandard.Do you supportthatthat?” TheIllinois EPA statesin

elaborationof its answerat hearingthattheAgencyhascometo an agreementwith the

PetitioneroverthewordingoftheAdjustedStandardandsupportsthe grantingofthe

AdjustedStandardbasedon thelanguagesubmittedathearingby thePetitioner. This

languagehasbeenaddedto CrownlineBoats,Inc. PostHearingResponseatExhibit B.

7. On page41 oftheTranscript,lines 1 through6, Ms. Liu asksif theIllinois EPA

hasany additionalinformationconcerningthe8 lb/hr rulethat it would like to addto

“what Crownlineinterpreted.” The Illinois EPA agreeswith Crownlinewhenit states

that whentheBoardenactedthe 8 lb/hr ruletheBoarddid not, andcouldnot,have

anticipatedCrownline’sparticularsituationespeciallywhentheneweremissionsfactors

establishedby theU.S. EPAareconsidered.

8. As the schedulefor filing thePost-HearingBriefswasconcurrent,theIllinois

EPA reservestheright to provide additionalanswersandclarificationsshouldthe
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Petitioner’sPost-HearingBriefcontainmatterfound objectionableorrequiring

clarification.

WHEREFORE,for thereasonsstatedherein,theIllinois EPArecommendsthat

Crownline’sPetitionfor anAdjustedStandardbegranted.
