Riola PortalPreparationPlant

Black Beauty Coal Company’s Riola Mine Complex-Riola Portal PreparationPlant
startedprocessingcoal in the spring of 1997. The preparationfacilities include raw
storagefacilities, a 300-tonperhourpreparationplant, processedcoal storagefacilities,
co?rseandfine refusestorageareas,andtruckloadoutfacilites.

Thefeed for thepreparationplant is producedfrom theRiola Mine Complex-RiolaPortal
undergroundmine andstoredin a 30,000-tonraw stockpilearea. Coal is conveyedfrom
theraw coal stockpile to a~6’x16’ scalpingscreenfor size separation. The raw coalis
separatedat 2 ½inches. Theoversizematerialis sentto a rotarybreakerto reducethe
largestsize to 2 Y2 inches. The crushedmaterial is then remixed with the undersize
material from thescalpingscreenand conveyedto thepreparationplantor stockpiledas
rawsalablecoal.

Raw coal that has low ashcharacteristicsis stockpiled separatelyfor blending with
processedcleancoal. A coal ashanalyzeris usedto differentiatethe high andlow ash
materialat approximately18%ash.

Thepreparationplant raw coal feedis screenedwith (2) 6’x20’ doubledeck screensto
separatethematerialat 1mm. Theoversize(coarse)material is pumpedto a 33” heavy
mediacyclonefor gravityseparationwith theuseofmagnetite. Thecleancoal product
from theheavymediacycloneis dewateredwith an 8’x16’doubledeckvibrating screens
and a VC-50 centrifugal dryer. The refuse(non-coalmaterial) from the heavymedia
cycloneis dewateredwith a 6‘xl 6’ single deckscreen. After dewatering,thematerialis
conveyedto thecoarserefusebunker.

The undersize(fine) material from the plant feed is pumped to (3) 15” classifying
cycloneswherethe materialis separatedat lOOm. The oversizematerialis sentto (6)
triple startspirals for fine coal separation. Thecleancoal from thespirals is dewatered
with a 6’x12’ high frequencyscreenandan EB36 dryer. Therefusefrom thetriplestart
spirals is sent to a 2 ‘x7’ dewateringscreenand conveyedto the coarserefusebunker.
The undersizematerial from the classifying cyclonesis sent to a thickener where
flocculantsareaddedto separatethe solids from the water. The solids areprocessed
through a belt pressto removeexcesswater and conveyedto therefusebunker. The
clarifiedwateris reusedin thepreparationprocess.

Theprocessedcoal is conveyedto a 10,000-toncleancoal storageareaprior to loading
into trucks. Front endloadersare usedto load highway trucks for delivery to the
customer.

The rejectmaterial from the coarseand fine refusebunker is hauledby largeoff road
trucksto anearbydisposalsite.
