MINUTES OF REGULAR BOARD MEETING
April 17, 1973

All Board Members were present save Mr. Henss who was
on vacation.

Opinions and orders were adopted in the following cases
by a vote of 3—0: ##72-158, Royal Packing; 72—319, Peerless
Enamel; 72-470, Chicago Magnesium; 73-28, Housing Authority
of Pulaski County; 73-96, Shanafelt; 73-114, Rosenberger.

Opinions in #472-518, Reynolds and 73-1, Rockford were
put over.

Opinions were also adopted by a vote of 3-0 in #472—468,
Elizabeth St. Foundry and 73-99, Nickel Bros.

Attorney Robert Marks, representing Petitioner in #73—15,
Exchange National Bank, was present and gave an oral waiver
of the 90 day decision date to and including May 10, 1973.

Waiver to May 10, 1973 was also requested in #72—410,
Donnelley.

Mr. Dumelle reported on the matter of #72-463, Citizens
v. Proctor &Gamble and it was set for decision April 26, 1973.
