All Board Members were present.

An Order dismissing the proceedings in #87—139, Browning—Ferris

E Hauling, by a vote of 6—1. J. Anderson dissented. (MN)

In #88—151, Citizens Utilities, Board Member R. Flemal yielded to
Board Member J. Anderson who presented an alternative Opinion and
Order. The alternative Opinion and Order was then adopted by a
vote of 6—1. R. Flemal dissented and Messrs. J. Dumelle, B.
Forcade and J. Theodore Meyer concurred. (JA)

An Opinion and Order was adopted in #89—160, P.L. Dillon
Limestone, by a vote of 7—0. (RF)

An Opinion and Order was adopted in #89—161, Technical Products,
by a vote of 6—1. J. Theodore Meyer dissented. (BF)

In R87—35, East Moline Site—Specific, a Final Opinion and Order
was adopted by a vote of 7-0. (JA)

In R89-9, RCRA Update, USEPA Regulations (January 1, 1989 through
June 30, 1989), an Adopted Rule, Final Order, Opinion and Order
was adopted by a vote of 7—0. (JA)

In R89—l2, Pretreatment Update, USEPA Regulations (January 1,
1989 through June 30, 1989), a reason for delay Order was adopted
by a vote of 7—0. (JA)

By a vote of 7—0, the Board on its own motion, ordered the

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March 29, 1990, of its intent or to file a motion to dismiss its
Petition for Review. (JM)

By a vote of 7-0, the Board on its own motion, ordered the
respondent in #AC 89—175, Stryker International, to inform the
Board by March 29, 1990, of its intent or to file a motion to
dismiss its Petition for Review.

By a vote of 7—0, an Order was adopted in #86-1, City of Peru,
pursuant to a joint motion to modify an April 1, 1987 Board
Order.

Petitioner’s motion to dismiss its petition in #87—201, Monsanto
Company, was granted by a vote of 7—0. (B?)

Petitioner’s motion for withdrawal of its petition in #88—122,
Waste Management, was granted by a vote of 7—0.

In #89—63, John Metropulos, a motion to withdraw as counsel for
complainants was granted and the respondents were requested to
provide the Board, on or before March 20, 1990, with any
information which they may have concerning whether the subject
property is still owned by the petitioners, and whether the
petitioners plan to attend the hearing. Also, on or before March
20, 1990, the petitioners were directed to confirm that they will
attend the March 23, 1990 hearing scheduled in this matter.
Based on any information received, the Board will confirm or
cancel the March 23 hearing at its March 22, 1990 meeting. The
Clerk was directed to serve the parties with this Order by first
class mail as well as certified mail and to provide the objectors
with a courtesy copy of this Order by first class mail. The vote
was 7-0. (JM)

Petitioner’s motion for leave to withdraw its permit appeal in
#89—78, Moline Corporation, was granted by a vote of 7—0. (8?)
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Petitioner’s motion for voluntary dismissal of its permit appeal
in #89—101, A.R.F. Landfill, was granted by a vote of 7—0. (BF)

Petitioner’s motion to dismiss its petition in #89—104,
Metropolitan Waste Systems, was granted by a vote of 7—0. (JO)

Petitioner’s motion to dismiss an Agency motion to reverse a
February 23, 1990 Hearing Officer’s Order and request for
sanctions was denied and an Agency motion for leave to file its
interlocutory appeal instanter was granted in #89—184, The
Grigoleit Company, by a vote of 7—0. (JTM)(Thereafter, the vote
in #89—104, Metropolitan Waste Systems, was reconsidered and
Board Member J. Theodore abstained)

Petitioner’s motion to file a limited number of copies of the
Appendices to its petition for adjusted standard from 35 Ill.
Adm. Code 306.305(b), was granted in #AS 90—1, City of
Jacksonville, by a vote of 7—0. (JM)

An Order directing the Petitioner to file a response to this
Order no later than March 19, 1990, and state its reasons for the
delay in filing its brief, why no motion for extension of time
has been filed and the date it expects to file its brief was
adopted in #89—170, Centralia Environmental Services, by a vote
of 7—0. (MN)

By a vote of 7—0, an Order was adopted pursuant to Petitioner’s
motion for expedited consideration and decision in amended
petition #89—183, City of Batavia. B. Forcade concurred. (JM)

In amended petition #89—212, City of Braidwood, these actions
were taken: Petitioner waived its right to a hearing. Motion by
J. Anderson not to go to hearing on the amended petition failed
to carry by a 3—4 vote with J. Anderson, R. Flemal and J. Marlin
for it and J. Dumelle, B. Forcade, J. Theodore Meyer and M.
Nardulli against it. The Board on its own motion scheduled a
hearing and specifically requested that the parties provide the
Board with the numerical results and dates of all available
radiological analyses of Petitioner’s water supply and that the
parties, particularly the Environmental Protection Agency address
the health effects and environmental impacts of this level of
combined radium. J. Anderson dissented and B. Forcade will file
a Supplemental Statement. (JTM)
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Amended petition #89—213, Illinois Power Company, was accepted
and the case will be assigned to a Board Member.
