All Board Members were present save B. Forcade who was on
vacation.

Chairman Marlin presented a draft Opinion and Order in #AC 89—

R. Flemal, J. Marlin and £4. Nardulli for it and J. Anderson, J.
Dumelle and J. Theodore Meyer against it. Thereafter, J.
Anderson changed her vote and the Opinion and Order was then
adopted by a vote of 4—2. J. Dumelle and J. Theodore Meyer
dissented and J. Anderson concurred. (JM)
